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PROPOSALS OF THE BRAZILIAN DELEGATION FOR THE DRAFT RESOLUTION ENTITILED “WATER AND SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN THE AMERICAS”
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
RECALLING:

The Declaration on Institutional Strengthening for the Sustainable Development of the Americas, in which the OAS made the firm commitment to implement the 2030 Agenda in the Americas to attain its Sustainable Development Objectives and Goals, which are comprehensive and indivisible;
Resolution AG/RES/1, approved by the United Nations General Assembly on “Transforming the Global 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development,” and specifically Objective 6, “Ensuring availability and sustainable management of water and sanitation for all;” and
The Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS), document AG/RES. 2883 (XLVI-O/16) – CIDI/doc.205/16, in strategic area 3, “Integrated Water Resources Management,”
RESOLVES:

1. To recognize that social and economic development [depends on] [BRA: is linked to] the sustainable management of the natural resources of our planet and that in this regard the availability of water and its sustainable management is [critical] [BRA: important] to achieving sustainable development, and therefore [needs to be] [Bra: should be] managed in a robust comprehensive socioeconomic and environmental situation that is conducive to strengthening cooperation among countries and promoting water projects in [BRA: the countries of the] Americas, with a special emphasis on [the link between water and sanitation, work, and food security] [BRA: the sustainable management and use of water]. 
2. That the Inter-American Committee for Sustainable Development (CIDS), through CIDI, prepare a proposed inter-American agenda on water and that it further and coordinate an analysis of the possible [existing links between the impacts of climate change and water resources, sanitation, and food security] [BRA:  challenges in the management and sustainable use of water resources in the region] , and that CIDI propose innovate strategies to the states that so request [to prevent and combat the negative effects of the links identified, which could have a direct impact on the quality of life of the most vulnerable people in the Americas and increase poverty in the Hemisphere [BRA: delete].
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
