ALTERNATE PROPOSAL TO ARTICLES I AND II OF THE PROPOSED 
RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR THE PRESENTATION OF PROJECTS FOR THE 
HEMISPHERIC TOURISM FUND (HTF) 
(Presented by the Delegations of Antigua and Barbuda and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines)
This proposal to unify Articles I: “Requirements to present projects” and Article II “Criteria for selection of projects” responds to the comments made by the Delegations of Antigua and Barbuda and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines during the meeting held November and contained in document CIDI/CPD/doc.1/12 

· A Member State submitting a project must have effectively made its contribution to the HTF during the period in which the application is presented. 

· In accordance with Article [___
, projects may be presented by legally constituted nongovernmental organizations, industry organizations from the tourism sector, and community based organizations that have at least one year’s working experience.

· In accordance with the statutes, projects presented must be related to capacity building in tourism and aspects of tourism, institutional strengthening, and the production of tourism products. 

· The requesting organization must have a person who is responsible for administrative affairs (not necessarily an accountant) to ensure the proper management of funds and the correct execution of activities.

· Each requesting organization must provide counterpart funding equivalent to [100 30] percent of the total amount requested, which counterpart funding may be in cash or in kind. 
· Proposals presented for consideration by the HTF must be aligned with the national tourism plans of the member countries of the Organization of American States (OAS) and they must be based on the Declaration of San Salvador for Sustainable Tourism Development in the Americas, agreed on at the Nineteenth Inter-American Tourism Congress, held in San Salvador, El Salvador, on September 30, 2011.
· Successful projects will have components that speak to the following within the community:

i. Conservation and sustainable use of natural and cultural resources

ii. Community development that impacts positively on local communities

iii. Job creation for (young people, women, indigenous communities) VS (marginalized/vulnerable groups)
iv. The sense of paragraph 4 is captured in point “1.” 
v. Practices, technologies and innovations that assist the community in adapting to climate change
