Permanent Observers

Article 17 of the Rules of Procedure of COMCYT reads as follows:

Permanent observers to the Organization may attend the COMCYT meetings and its subcommittees. They may also speak provided the Chair of the meeting in question so decides.

Other observers

Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of COMCYT reads as follows:

Observers to the meetings of CIDI may also be sent by:

1. Governments of the member states of the United Nations or its specialized agencies that have expressed an interest in attending, subject to prior authorization by the Chair of COMCYT;

2. Inter-American governmental entities and agencies of a regional or subregional nature that are not included among the organs and agencies of the Organization, subject to prior authorization by the Chair of COMCYT;

3. Specialized agencies related to the United Nations or other international organizations when so provided in their current agreements with the Organization or, in the absence of such agreements, subject to prior authorization by the Chair of COMCYT.
The observers referred to in this article may speak at the COMCYT meetings or its

subcommittees when invited to do so by the respective Chair.
