At the request of the Chair of the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies, the resolutions on development that have been negotiated in the framework of CIDI, as well as the number of meetings and translations undertaken in their negotiations, are summarized below.  

The resolutions that CIDI has submitted to the General Assembly over the past few years could be classified into three major groups:
1. Resolutions that report and submit agreements reached at ministerial meetings and/or inter-American committees of CIDI to the General Assembly or announced future meetings.  

2. Resolutions on procedures:  Over the past few years, they have focused on extending the term of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009, reporting the progress made in strengthening the CIDI and its organs and other working groups, and extending the term of resolution AG/RES. 2 (XXII-E/96), “Participation of Member States That Have Not Ratified the Protocol of Managua in the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI)” (this resolution was adopted every year and, in 2011, the States decided to extend it up to the forty-sixth regular session of the General Assembly to be held in 2016).
3. Resolutions submitted by the States for specific issues, including resolutions that would not be applicable to any of the two above-mentioned groups.
Administrative costs of the negotiating process: translation costs, man-hours to process documents, etc., required to negotiate draft resolutions depend on the time that the States take to reach a consensus on the texts.  Nevertheless, the table below includes the number of formal meetings (and informal meetings with interpreters) that were held 2009-2013 to negotiate texts, as well as an estimate of translation costs.  The cost of translating them into the organization’s four official languages was calculated on the basis of the total number of words in the resolutions submitted to the General Assembly but does not take into account the translation of changes made during the negotiating process.
