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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

HAVING SEEN:



Resolutions AG/RES. 1440 (XXVI-O/96), “Sustainable Development”; AG/RES. 1514 (XXVII-O/97), " Coordination and Follow-Up of the Declaration of Santa Cruz de la Sierra and the Plan of Action for the Sustainable Development of the Americas"; AG/RES. 2312 (XXXVII-O/07), “Report of the First Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development within the Framework of CIDI”; AG/RES. 2644 (XLI-O/11), “Report of the Second Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development within the Framework of CIDI”; AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13), “Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development:  Policy Dialogue and Partnership for Development”; and AG/RES. 2772 (XLIII-O/13), “Support for and Follow-Up to the Summits of the Americas Process”; and

RECALLING the commitments undertaken at the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development, held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia, in 1996, and its Plan of Action; in the Declaration of Santa Cruz+10; in the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (2006-2009), extended through 2014; and in the Declaration of Santo Domingo for the Sustainable Development of the Americas, adopted in the Dominican Republic in 2010; 
CONSIDERING: 

That resolution AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13) instructs the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to review and update its long-term priorities, through substantive policy dialogue, with a view to a comprehensive approach to development in the Hemisphere, and urges the top sectoral authorities to define, within the framework of the corresponding inter-American committees, concrete themes and lines of action that will enable them, to the extent possible, to guide partnership for development actions more precisely within the Organization;
That the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development, held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia, in 1996, entrusted to the OAS the role of coordinating follow-up on the various decisions reached at that Summit and, to that end, convening the necessary meetings at the appropriate level;

That the declarations of the Summits of the Americas note that the ministerial meetings are producing important results in support of the Summits process mandates and that such cooperation should continue;

That resolution AG/RES. 1440 (XXVI-O/96) notes the importance of sustainable development as a conceptual framework in which the Organization of American States (OAS) should direct its work, both as a forum for consensus-building and in terms of technical cooperation;

Resolution AG/RES. 2644 (XLI-O/11), “Report of the Second Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development within the Framework of CIDI,” which instructs the General Secretariat, in the context of its mandates and in coordination with other international agencies and entities, to promote the mobilization of resources and facilitate technical assistance so as to proceed with effective implementation of the Declaration of Santo Domingo for the Sustainable Development of the Americas, the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS), and the Declaration of Santa Cruz + 10, adopted at the First Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development within the Framework of CIDI, AG/RES. 2312 (XXXVII-O/07); 

That the Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development of the Americas, gathered in Santo Domingo, in 2010, extended the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS) through the 2010-2014 period and urged the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS) to begin the process of reviewing and updating the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS), taking into account the evaluation of that Program presented to the member states and the decisions foreseen in the Declaration of Santo Domingo for Sustainable Development;
That the Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development of the Americas, gathered in Santo Domingo, in 2010, agreed to promote inter-American dialogue on sustainable development and to convene, on a regular basis, meetings of the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS) to support and evaluate the execution of the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS), as well as to follow up on the various decisions stemming from the Summit of the Americas and the ministerial process on sustainable development; and
That is it highly important to the Hemisphere that a ministerial meeting on sustainable development be held to bring attention at the highest political levels to the priorities, needs, and recommendations of the highest authorities on the sustainable development of the Americas; and
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That, in the Summits process, the Heads of State and Government of the Americas have undertaken to coordinate international efforts in support of sustainable development policies;  

That the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), in the context of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development 2006-2009, extended through 2014, is responsible for fostering dialogue on sustainable development and the environment as one of its priority areas;  

That, at its twenty-sixth regular session, held in Panama in June 1996, the General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 1440 (XXVI-O/96), decided to establish an Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS) as a subsidiary body of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), with the participation of high-level government experts responsible for formulating OAS policy on these subjects and, in particular, for developing an Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS);

The Permanent Council resolution “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,” CP/RES. 982 (1797/11);

The commitments recently assumed in the context of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development, in the document “The Future We Want,” and the present global processes to define sustainable development goals and the post-2015 development agenda;

The strategic importance of the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS) in defining the Organization's guidelines on sustainable development, adapting OAS activity to contribute significantly to the implementation of agreements stemming from the various commitments assumed by the member states in the United Nations context, averting unnecessary duplications, abiding by the conceptual policy framework of sustainable development, and guiding the Organization toward areas where, in the view of the member states, there are opportunities for action to complement the efforts of the states themselves, and those of other international agencies and institutions, especially those that work at the hemispheric level; and

That the Government of Honduras was elected to chair the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS) at the third meeting of the CIDS (CIDI/CIDS/doc.6/02), has offered to host the ministerial meeting on sustainable development, and has proposed that the meeting be held in Honduras in October 2015 (CIDI/INF. 61/14),
RESOLVES: 

1. To extend the mandate of the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS) through December 31, 2015.
2. To accept with pleasure the offer by the Government of the Republic of Honduras to host the Third Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development, to be held in Tegucigalpa, Honduras, on October 22 and 23, 2015.

3. To convene that meeting in the framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), to be held on the dates and in the place indicated in the preceding operative paragraph, urging the member states to send their highest authorities on sustainable development to participate in that meeting. 
4. To direct that the resources foreseen in Chapter 7, Subprogram 72H, of the biennial program-budget of the Organization, up to a maximum of US$33,558, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), be allocated to the preparation and holding of the Third Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Sustainable Development.

5. To convene immediately the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS) and order the allocation of the appropriate resources so that, on October 22 and 23, 2014, with support from the Department of Sustainable Development of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), the Committee may proceed to prepare for and organize the ministerial meeting and begin the process of reviewing and updating the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS), taking into account the evaluation of that Program presented to the member states, the decisions foreseen in the Declaration of Santo Domingo for Sustainable Development, and the guidelines included in resolution AG/RES. 1440 (XXVI-O/96).
6. To request the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to report to the General Assembly, at its forty-fifth regular session, on the implementation of this resolution and on progress in the work of the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS).  Execution of the activities foreseen in this resolution shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
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
