HAVING SEEN ALSO resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 1 (IX-O/14), “Agreements of the Ninth Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports on the Election of the Authorities of Its Executive Committee and on the Guidelines to Extend Its Work until 2016;” and [Model language]
RECOGNIZING:

That globally ports are the principal links in the maritime and inland port and waterway transportation network and that it is necessary to increase the proportion of cargo transported in this way in the Americas, in order to promote port development and thus generate greater employment opportunities for our populations; [Text AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14)

That the widening of the Panama Canal will increase its capacity to accommodate larger and more frequent shipments of commercial cargo on ever bigger ships and that the ports of the Americas must prepare for the increase in regional and world trade; [Text AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14)]

That modernization of the port system will result in the growth and competitiveness of the economies of the Americas and that the member states reaffirm their commitment to continue modernizing the CIP and engaging in practices in accordance with their needs, and, [New]
The celebration of the centennial of the opening of the Panama Canal and its coming expansion as critical developments in the port sector in the Americas, [New]
RESOLVES:
1. To endorse resolution CIDI/CIP/RES.1 (IX-O/14), “Agreements of the Ninth Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports on the Election of the Authorities of Its Executive Committee and on the Guidelines to Extend Its Work until 2016” in which hemispheric agreements were reached to extend period of the  Action Plan of Cartagena 2014-2015: Innovative and Competitive Ports for Sustainable Economic Development with Social Inclusion in the Americas, [CIDI/CIP/PA.1/13 (VIII-O/13)] until the Ninth Regular Meeting of CIP, scheduled for 2016. [Model language, not including the appreciation to the host country whenever a meeting was held at OAS headquarters.]

2. To congratulate the delegations of Uruguay, Barbados, and Colombia, which were elected as CECIP Chair and First and Second Vice Chairs, respectively, for the 2014-2016 period. [New]
3. To acknowledge the successful practices of the organizations from Canada, Chile, Colombia, the United States, and Uruguay that were awarded the Maritime Award of the Americas, and to instruct the Technical Secretariat of the CIP to continue organizing subsequent editions of the Award in order to identify and promote the exchange of successful practices in the port area in the region. 4. To recognize the work of the OAS in activities related to port and maritime matters as well as the efforts made to strengthen public-private partnerships with the aim of enriching inter-American dialogue and cooperation on port issues, and to instruct the Technical Secretariat of the CIP to continue to establish synergies and promote fundraising with a view to expanding cooperation opportunities. 5. To welcome the offer of the Government of Uruguay to host the Tenth Regular Meeting of CIP in 2016, and to urge the highest port authorities to take part in that meeting and to promote the participation of civil society and other social actors.  [Model language]
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
