GUIDELINES AND METHODOLOGY FOR REVIEWING 
DRAFT RESOLUTIONS TO BE NEGOTIATED IN THE COMMITTEE ON 
PARTNERSHIP-FOR-DEVELOPMENT POLICIES
(Agreed upon during the meeting held December 11, 2014)
The Chair of the Committee on Partnership-for-Development Policies (CPD) wishes to make the following suggestion regarding a methodology for negotiating resolutions to be submitted by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) for consideration by the General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session, to be held in Haiti in June 2015.
TYPES OF DRAFT RESOLUTIONS:
There will also be individual resolutions which the states might feel would be better submitted separately, given their subject matter.  In addition, two draft omnibus resolutions will be produced, constructed based on updating resolutions AG/RES. 2817 (XLIII-O/14) “Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development: Political Dialogue and Partnership for Development Cooperation” and AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14) “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development.”
Delegations are urged to make their texts concise and to craft mandates using the guidelines established in document CIDI/doc.42/13 Español - English- Français - Português
a. SEPARATE RESOLUTIONS:  It is suggested that delegations that decide submit individual resolutions should notify the Committee on Policies before March 13, 2015 and submit final texts to the Secretariat up to March 31, 2015 so they can be sent to the member states in the four official languages by April 6, 2015
b. OMNIBUS RESOLUTION ON HEMISPHERIC INITIATIVES:  This will follow the format of resolution AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14).  Included below are the reports and announcements from ministerial meetings, as well as the topics that were included in 2014 so that member states may determine whether they will update them or include new ones.

	V.  REPORTING AND FOLLOW-UP 


* States reporting they will host meetings to be held before December 2014 and after June 2015 or offering to do so and are highlighted in gray in the table, are encouraged to submit their texts before the end of December 2014.  Those with meetings scheduled to be held between January and May 2015 are also urged to submit their texts by March 13, 2015
c. OMNIBUS RESOLUTION ON STRENGTHENING CIDI: Will update resolution AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14).  Basically, topics that could be included are identified as follows: i) frequency of ministerial and inter-American committee meetings, (ii) definition of a standard process for preparing for ministerial meetings; (iii) Results of and progress made at the first programming cycle of the Development Cooperation Fund (OAS/DCF); and (iv.) Progress in implementing guidelines for strengthening South-South and triangular cooperation. However, comments from the delegations are anticipated as is the decision of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD), the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI (GTFORCIDI), and the ad hoc Working Group to review mandates on integral development (GTMANDATOS) on other topics that could be included based on progress they have made. 
2. REPORTS: Pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14), the Secretariat will submit an update of the SEDI Work Plan (CIDI/doc.127/14 Español - English) before January 31, 2015.  SEDI areas serving as Technical Secretariats for ministerial processes will also be submitting a report on the results and mandates of the various meetings and activities carried out and planned pursuant thereto.  
3. DEADLINE FOR PROPOSALS TO BE SUBMITTED: 
· January 9, 2015:  Deadline for model texts for reporting on and offering to host ministerial meetings in omnibus resolutions
· March 13, 2015:  Deadline for new texts to be submitted for omnibus resolutions
· March 31, 2015: Deadline for texts to be submitted for individual resolutions
· April 20, 2015 Deadline for other subsidiary bodies of CIDI to submit consensus texts to be included in draft omnibus resolutions 
METHODOLOGY: 
1. Open meetings at the time indicated in the corresponding invitation.  If a quorum does not exist, deliberations will begin on an informal basis.
2. Draft resolutions to be presented for the first time at a formal meeting will be open for general comments by the other delegations and paragraph-by-paragraph consideration will only begin at the next meeting.  If a draft resolution fails to garner consensus at the level of the Committee, the latter will refer it to CIDI as an open draft resolution.
3. Limit the time allotted for consideration of each resolution in order to give equal time to each one (for example, 30 minutes per resolution at each meeting).  The number of resolutions considered will depend on how punctually the meeting begins. 
4. Use informal consultations to make headway with the negotiations.  The Secretariat will assist with invitations to these consultations so as to ensure that all member states are notified thereof beforehand and that all interested states can attend.   Where appropriate, a member state will be asked to coordinate informal consultations.  
5. Texts of draft omnibus resolutions will be presented as soon as possible, so that the delegations could begin consultations with their capitals.  Given that some texts are being submitted more than six months ahead of the General Assembly, in order to advance their consideration they will be negotiated as separate documents that then be incorporated - at their last stage of negotiation - into the corresponding draft omnibus resolution.  Once all the text for the omnibus resolutions are in place, it will be considered in its entirety.
6. Request the Secretariat to distribute the most recently negotiated version of the draft resolutions as soon as possible after the conclusion of the meeting.  The Secretariat will also keep the CIDI website updated with the latest versions of the draft resolutions, including all necessary working documents of all CIDI bodies. (http://www.oas.org/en/cidi/).
GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR DRAFT RESOLUTIONS:
It is suggested that, as agreed upon by the Committee on Policies in 2012, 2013, and 2014 (CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.496/12 and CIDI/CPD/doc.  6/13 Rev. 2 and CIDI/CPD/doc.49/14 Rev. 1), the delegations make an effort to abide by the following recommendations, taking into consideration the peculiarities of each draft resolution, on a case-by-case basis:
· That, when submitting draft resolutions, delegations should identify thematic affinities, similarities, and complementarities with other draft resolutions to facilitate grouping topics together or merging texts;
· That draft resolutions on areas of development in which CIDI has competence will be presented in the framework of CIDI.  Other draft resolutions on issues not related to CIDI should be presented to the competent bodies of the Permanent Council.  Although CIDI endeavors to apprise the General Assembly Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of draft resolutions submitted in the framework of CIDI, delegations are asked to request said Committee to include the topic.
· That delegations consider submitting draft resolutions on the same subject every two years or when there is solid progress in terms of the degree of implementation of the mandates on the issue they address and new guidelines or mandates for the Secretariat become necessary.  To ensure that a resolution with a two- year term is properly fulfilled, it is recommended that an operative paragraph be included in the resolution, to mandate periodic reporting to CIDI so that said body can determine whether a new resolution on the matter is advisable; 
· That the delegations consider incorporating their proposals under “omnibus resolutions” for those issues for which there has been no change in treatment in relation to the previous year;
· That the delegations consider presenting texts that are as concise as possible, avoiding repetition of paragraphs already included in other resolutions and making general references to those mandates considered necessary to reiterate, without this leading to unnecessary negotiations around wording; 
· That the delegations include in the draft resolutions clauses indicating a specific timeframe for effectiveness of the text and the activities established therein; 
· That mandates be drafted in accordance with the parameters agreed by CIDI (CIDI/doc.42/13 Español - English- Français - Português) and the agreements reached included in the report of the Chair of the ad hoc CIDI Working Group to review mandates on integral development (CIDI/doc.83/14 rev. 1 - Español - English - Français - Português)
· Pursuant to the agreement reached by the Permanent Council (CP/doc.4556/11) and adopted by CEPCIDI in 2011, (i) footnotes referring to any parts of a draft resolution shall be limited to a maximum of two lines.  For footnotes that exceed that length, the first two lines will begin on the corresponding page and the remainder of the note will continue at the end of the text of the draft resolution; and (ii) no documents should be included in draft resolutions, except if they are documents to be adopted or approved by the General Assembly such as conventions, charters, statutes and the like.  Any references to documents in the text of draft resolutions should be made using the appropriate title and classification and other identifying information such as the name, place, and date of the meeting where the document was considered. 
· With respect to the wording of draft resolutions, consideration should also be given to the parameters and procedures established by the Permanent Council in document CP/RES. 965 (1733/09) “Templates to be Used by the Permanent Council for Resolutions to be Referred to the General Assembly for Consideration.”  For the costing of draft resolutions, the parameters and procedures established by the Permanent Council in resolution CP/RES. 983 (1797/11), “Amendment of Resolution CP/RES. 965 (1733/09) on the Costing of Process for Resolutions to be Referred to the General Assembly for Consideration,” will be followed.
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
