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PROPOSED TEXT FOR THE SECTION ENTITLED 
“INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF EDUCATION WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF CIDI” IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION TO BE RECOMMENDED TO CIDI, FOR IT TO SUBMIT TO THE 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR CONSIDERATION AT ITS FORTY-FIFTH 
REGULAR SESSION 

(Presented by the delegation of Panama)
Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI

HAVING SEEN the resolution "Building an Inter-American Education Agenda: Education with Equity for Prosperity" (CIDI/RME/RES. 1/15); [model text]

RESOLVES:
1. To thank the Government of Panama for its hospitality and its contributions to the outcomes of the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI, held in Panama City on February 4 and 5, 2015; and to endorse resolution (CIDI/RME/RES. 1/15), in which the member states of the Organization of American States resolved to work jointly by setting up three Working Groups and, in accordance with domestic laws, to forge an Inter-American Education Agenda that, based on the principles of intersectorality, collaboration, and interculturality, will, over the next five years,  steer political dialogue and inter-American cooperation in education, above all  in areas relating to quality, inclusive, and equitable education, strengthening of the teaching profession, and comprehensive early childhood care;  [model text]
2. To consider as crosscutting elements the following three mandates: the promotion of the teaching of science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) at the primary and secondary levels, through the use of modern pedagogies; the use of information and communication technologies in the teaching and learning process; and, the promotion of the mainstreaming of the principles of gender, equity and inclusion in the design of educational policies, strategies, and programs. 3. To reiterate its support and commitment to the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) with respect to constituting three Working Groups pursuant to existing mandates set forth in the Inter-American Education Agenda , with a view to submitting to the Ninth Ministerial Meeting recommendations regarding strategic actions for steering the execution of this Agenda, based essentially on promoting political dialogue, familiarity with each other's circumstances, shared practices, intersectoral cooperation, and coordination with other international, regional, and subregional  institutions. 4. To recognize the importance of ensuring that the Technical Secretariat of the CIE continues to collaborate with member states on exploring alternative ways of stimulating research and the systematization and dissemination of information on educational cooperation practices pursued in and outside the Americas, with a view to boosting the work done by the three Working Groups to forge and implement the Inter-American Education Agenda. 5. To thank the Government of The Bahamas, via its Ministry of Education, Science, and Technology, for its generous offer to host the Ninth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI in 2017. [model text, amended]
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
