PROPOSED TEXT FOR THE SECTION ENTITLED 
“SUSTAINABLE AND EQUITABLE CITIES AND COMMUNITIES IN THE AMERICAS
IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION TO BE RECOMMENDED TO CIDI, FOR IT TO SUBMIT TO THE 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY AT ITS FORTY-FIFTH 
REGULAR SESSION 

(Presented by the delegation of Colombia)
“Sustainable and Equitable Cities and Communities in the Americas”
CONSIDERING that Latin America and the Caribbean have the highest urbanization in the developing countries; and that the proportion of the region's inhabitants living in cities grew from 41% to 80% over the past 60 years; and that two of every three inhabitants of Latin American and Caribbean cities live in poverty;  [Text of resolution AG/RES. 2819 (XLIV-O/14)]
BEARING IN MIND that the Social Charter of the Americas recognizes that conservation and sustainable use of natural resources are fundamental and interrelated challenges facing the Hemisphere;  [Text of resolution AG/RES. 2819 (XLIV-O/14)]
RECALLING the importance of the 1996 Summit of the Americas in Santa Cruz, Bolivia, the Declaration of Santo Domingo for the Sustainable Development of the Americas, and the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain;
RECOGNIZING ALSO the outcomes of the Seventh World Urban Forum, held in Medellin, Colombia, from April 5 to 11, 2014, attended by over 140 countries, to discuss urban equity in development, planning, basic services, financing, resiliency, security, the Habitat Agenda, and their contributions to the Third United Nations Conference on Housing and Sustainable Urban Development (HABITAT III), [Text of resolution AG/RES. 2819 (XLIV-O/14)]
RESOLVES:
1. To continue to promote in the framework of the OAS policy dialogue on strategies and to continue supporting best practices in the development of sustainable cities and communities in the context of the post-2015 development agenda. [Text of Resolution AG/RES. 2819 (XLIV-O/14)]
2. To continue to promote in the framework of the OAS policy dialogue on strategies and to continue supporting best practices in the development of sustainable human settlements in the context of the post-2015 development agenda.

3. To request the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development to implement, through the Department of Sustainable Development, activities designed to strengthen training in policies, programs, tools for sustainable cities, as well as exchanges of experience among the member states. [Text of Resolution AG/RES. 2819 (XLIV-O/14)]
4. To take note of the Declaration of Medellín of the Seventh World Urban Forum, in which governments, the private sector, international organizations, academia, professionals, civil society, and other actors reaffirmed the importance of cities in the new post-2015 development agenda.
