ARTICLE VII: APPROVAL, FOLLOW-UP AND EVALUATION OF RESULTS

7.1
The Secretariat, through the Section for Technical Cooperation together with the Secretariat of the Project Evaluation Commission, and the Department of Economic Development, shall conduct a technical evaluation of the project proposals submitted for financing, and will put forward its recommendations to the Project Selection Committee composed by the authorities of the CITUR and the Troika
  In case the Project Selection Committee were to have less than three members, the Chair of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and/or the Chair of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development shall serve in it.

7.2
The Project Selection Committee, with the support of the General Secretariat, shall consider and select the projects to be financed by the FHT from among those recommended by the Secretariat, through the Section for Technical Cooperation together with the Secretariat of the Project Evaluation Commission, and the Department of Economic Development, and shall determine the amount of funds allocated by the FHT to each project.  The members of the Project Selection Committee shall disqualify himself/herself from the approval process involving projects submitted by their respective authorities.

ARTICLE III
Project selection process

3.1 
In accordance to Article VII of the Statute of the FHT, the Secretariat, through the Section for Technical Cooperation together with the Secretariat of the Project Evaluation Commission, and the Department of Economic Development  shall be the body responsible for the technical assessment of submitted projects, and the Project Selection Committee composed by the authorities of the CITUR and the Troika
, with the assistance of the Department of Economic Development shall be the body responsible for approving  those projects that are to receive FHT funding and for determining the resource amount to be allocated to each selected project, in accordance with the criteria set forth in these Rules of Procedure or established by the CITUR.  Project Selection Committee members shall disqualify himself/herself from the approval process involving projects submitted by their respective authorities.
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
