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This year, I have presented, on behalf of the Committee, a number of reports on the different tasks assigned to CIDI (such as the preparation of the implementation plan for evaluation of the Scholarships Programs, and consideration of the paragraphs of the Declaration of San Pedro Sula on Geotourism in the Americas for which consensus was not reached at the preparatory meeting), as well as a partial report last December (CIDI/doc.78/13 Español - English- Français - Português). On this occasion, I submit this report, which addresses the following matters:
First, a list of documents that the Committee approved, at the instruction of CIDI, ad referendum of that organ. These documents refer to the preparations for the ministerial meetings and meetings of inter-American committees, as well as the drafts approved in the framework of the Project Preparation Fund (CIDI/Doc.90/14 Español-English). I submit that list to you for your consideration, knowledge, and approval.

Secondly, the key aspect of this report, the negotiation of draft resolutions for referral by CIDI to the General Assembly. 
In that regard, again taking up the efforts of last year, in early December, formal and informal consultations were launched to define the modality of draft resolutions (omnibus, individual, or both) for referral by CIDI to the General Assembly. The agreements below were reached through that process, which were set out in a document containing guidelines and a methodology for consideration of draft resolutions in the framework of the Committee that was adopted in late March (CIDI/CPD/doc.49/14 rev.1).
i. The states that so deem pertinent would submit individual draft resolutions and, insofar as possible, these would be confined to new topics or topics so warranting in terms of policy. It was also decided that, to the extent possible, regular work topics would be incorporated in draft omnibus resolutions.
It should be noted in that regard that different delegations that initially submitted individual texts (such as Honduras – Meeting of Ministers of Sustainable Development – and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines – Reactivation of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarships and Training Program) adjusted and incorporated their texts in the texts of the omnibus resolutions.

ii. To have two draft omnibus resolutions (one thematic and one on cooperation and strengthening of CIDI), in addition to any individual draft resolutions that states decided to present.

The thematic omnibus resolution would be constructed by updating the thematic resolution adopted by the GA in 2014, based on any texts presented by interested delegations. I wish to thank Ms. Mónica Villegas, of the Secretariat, who prepared the initial document, for her efforts.
And the same would be done for the omnibus resolution on cooperation and strengthening of CIDI. In this regard, I wish to express appreciation for the efforts of the Chair of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and the Chair of the Management Board, who prepared the base document for the negotiations.

It was also decided that it would be agreed within the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CAM), the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs (GTFORCIDI), and the IACD Management Board whether individual draft resolutions would be submitted or texts would be incorporated in one of the two omnibus resolutions. I have the pleasure to report that the three organs incorporated their texts in one of the two draft omnibus resolutions.

It should be mentioned that constructing draft omnibus resolutions remains a learning process. In that regard, major advances were made, such as:

a. The customary structure used in resolutions was adjusted for a more fluid read between the preambular and operative paragraphs. To that end, the drafts have general “considering” paragraphs referring to the basic documents of the Organization and of the development area, and, under each title, “considering” paragraphs specific to the subject matter of the resolution, followed by the operative paragraphs.
b. Agreements were reached regarding uniform formats of texts expressing appreciation to states that offered or have offered to host meetings in the framework of CIDI, and at the time of submission of reports on results.

In that regard, it was reaffirmed that when the General Assembly endorses the Declaration, Plan of Action, or document resulting from these meetings, the mandates issued in them would automatically be assumed by the General Assembly. Hence, it is not necessary to reiterate them in the text of the resolution to be considered by the Assembly.

c. With regard to the construction of texts, I have the pleasure to report that these draft resolutions have departed from the usual repetition of mandates of earlier resolutions. In these cases, no express agreement exists among delegations, but in a constructive spirit and for a more balanced resolution, the delegations simplified their proposals and made an effort to avoid duplication of mandates. 

d. Progress continues to be made in improving the drafting of the mandates to the Secretariat and, to the extent possible, the wording of tasks assigned to political organs was adjusted so that the support required from the Secretariat was clear. In that regard, an effort was made to ensure much greater clarity of mandates and to establish a period for a presentation to be given on the task assigned. However, I consider, as Chair, that we must continue to work on drafting.

Matters remain to be addressed in the future regarding the preparation of draft resolutions, but I consider that some groundwork has been laid that will allow us to be better prepared for the regular session of the General Assembly to be held in Haiti, in 2015. For example, there is a clear instruction to the Secretariat to submit to CIDI, by January 31, its updated work plan with the status of implementation of the different 2007-2014 mandates. This so as to inform the delegations of the status of implementation of mandates prior to the presentation of draft resolutions, and so that this information may serve as input.

There are, however, other matters we have not yet addressed, such as ascertaining the estimated costs of mandates assigned to the Secretariat which, owing to the very dynamics and timeframes of the negotiations, it is impossible to ascertain at time of negotiation. However, as Chair, I consider that it would be useful for the Committee to know the costs of the mandates we assign to the Secretariat, even if subsequent to the approval of the resolutions. This is a matter which, although presented to the CAAP, should be known by all Committees of CIDI and of the CP that prepare resolutions, so that the delegations gradually become aware of the available resources and the costs of the activities they request.

Mr. Chair, I will now describe the draft resolutions (two omnibus and four individual) that were considered in the framework of the Committee on Policies, and the status of each. 

i. Draft omnibus resolution: “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development” (Texts submitted by the delegations of Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Ecuador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. Agreed upon during the meeting held May 15, 2014) (CIDI/CPD/Doc.55/14 Rev. 5 Español | English |  Français | Portuguese)


Consensus was reached regarding this resolution in the framework of the Committee. It was constructed with texts submitted by the delegations of Barbados, Belize, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Ecuador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Peru, Trinidad and Tobago and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, as well as texts submitted by the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) on the topic of migration and development that had been presented by the delegation of Mexico in its capacity as Chair of the CAM and negotiated and agreed in that committee.

The Secretariat has informed me that there are some differences between the Spanish version and its translation into English that it wishes to bring to the attention of this plenary.
ii. Draft omnibus resolution:  “Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development:  Policy Dialogue and Partnership for Development Cooperation” (Presented by the Chairmanships of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development and of the CIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its organs and the delegation of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. Agreed upon during the meeting held May 15, 2014) (CIDI/CPD/doc. 50/14 Rev. 7 Español | English | Français*| Portuguese*)


Consensus was also reached on this draft resolution in the framework of the Committee. It includes texts presented by the delegation of Dominican Republic in its capacity as Chair of the Management Board, and by El Salvador in its capacity as Chair of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs. The texts corresponding to this Group were negotiated and agreed within it. The draft resolution also contains the proposals presented by the delegation of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. 


A couple of paragraphs regarding the change of name of FEMCIDI are ad referendum of the delegation of Mexico.
iii. Draft resolution “Climate Change in the Context of Sustainable Development in the Hemisphere” (Presented by the delegation of Peru and co-sponsored by the delegation of Guyana. Includes the agreements of the meeting held May 6 and 12, 2014)  (CIDI/CPD/doc.52/14 Rev. 3 Español | English |  Français | Portuguese)

Consensus was also reached on this resolution in the framework of the Committee. It was presented by the delegation of Peru and co-sponsored by the delegations of Guyana, Mexico, and Chile. The latter two delegations advised us of their co-sponsorship as part of the other business of the Committee and they will announce it formally in CIDI.
Operative paragraph 4 is ad referendum of the delegation of United States, which announced in the framework of the Committee that it would add a footnote.

Lastly, Mr. Chair:
iv. Draft resolution: “Sustainable and Equitable Cities and Communities in the Americas” (Presented by the delegation of Colombia. Agreed upon at the meeting held on May 15, 2014) (CIDI/CPD/Doc.56/14 Rev. 3  Español | English |  Français | Portuguese)

v. Draft resolution: “International Mother Earth Day” (Presented by the delegation of Bolivia. Agreed upon during the meeting held on May 12, 2014) (CIDI/CPD/Doc.57/14 Rev. 2  Español | English |  Français| Portuguese)

Consensus was reached regarding these two resolutions, presented, respectively, by the delegations of Colombia and Bolivia, and there are no pending matters.

vi. Draft resolution: “Follow-up on Implementation of the Declaration of Cochabamba on Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas” (Presented by the delegation of Bolivia. Includes the agreements reached during the meetings held May 7, 12, and 15, 2014)  (CIDI/CPD/Doc.58/14  Rev. 3  Español | English |  Français | Portuguese)

Consensus was not reached on this resolution in the framework of the Committee and, unfortunately, there was no time to program additional meetings that would enable further progress to be made with its consideration. Operative paragraphs 1, 2, 6, and 7 are pending, and the delegation of Bolivia advised that it would move forward with its informal consultations so that the pending matters could be resolved by CIDI. 

Mr. Chair, this is my report on the preparation of draft resolutions for referral by CIDI to the General Assembly. I wish to express very special thanks to my colleague, the Vice Chair of this Committee, Asram Soleyn, Alternate Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, who provided support for the conduct of the negotiations and was a partner at all times. Through this teamwork and the flexibility and willingness of all delegations, we were able to complete the tasks assigned. I also wish to express appreciation to the Secretariat, especially Ms. Mónica Villegas, who, demonstrating once again her professionalism and commitment, is a pillar and referent for our work. Her daily dedication, giving unstintingly of her time, made it possible for us to reach this day with success. I know that the delegations also join me in this view.
I would be very grateful, Mr. Chair, if you would kindly arrange for this report to be classified and submitted to all states for their information.
