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DRAFT RESOLUTION
CONVOCATION OF THE FOURTH MEETING OF MINISTERS AND HIGH AUTHORITIES
ON SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY IN THE FRAMEWORK OF CIDI
(Presented by the delegation of Guatemala)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,
HAVING SEEN resolutions AG/RES. 2748 (XLII-O/12) and CIDI/RES. 270 (XVII-O/12), "Report of the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI" and AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14), "Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development”;
CONSIDERING:
That science and technology are essential elements for integral development, as stipulated in the OAS Charter and have been regarded as priority areas in the Summits of the Americas process, as reiterated in the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009 in resolution AG/RES. 2201 (XXXVI-O/06) [extended through to December 31, 2015 by resolution AG/RES. 2717 (XLIV-O/14)]; 
That at the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology, held in Panama City in October 2011, the ministers adopted the Plan of Action of Panama, and that the Inter-American Committee on Science and Technology (COMCYT) held its seventh and eighth regular meetings in October 2012 and November 2013 to follow up on and counsel the four Working Groups established to implement the mandates of the Plan of Action of Panama and identify opportunities for cooperation and coordination with various areas of the General Secretariat;
That resolution AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13) instructs CIDI to review and update its long-term priorities, through substantive policy dialogue, with a view to a comprehensive approach to development in the Hemisphere, and urges the top sectoral authorities to define, within the framework of the corresponding inter-American committees, concrete themes and lines of action that will enable them, to the extent possible, to guide partnership for development actions more precisely within the Organization; 

That it is of the utmost importance to the Hemisphere that at least one ministerial meeting on science and technology be held before the next Summit of the Americas, in order to convey to the highest policy-making levels the priorities, needs, and recommendations of the highest authorities of the Americas in the area of science and technology;
HAVING SEEN the request by the Permanent Mission of Guatemala to consider the convocation in the Inter-American Council for Integral Development of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology within the Framework of CIDI (CIDI/INF.82/14); and
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS”; 
RESOLVES:
1. To accept with gratitude the offer of the Government of the Republic of Guatemala to host the Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI, and to convene that meeting to be held in Guatemala City on March 10 and 11, 2015.
2. To urge member states to send their highest authorities in the area of science and technology to take part in the aforementioned meeting.
3. To instruct that the funds provided for under Chapter 8, Subprogram 83G of the 2015-2016 program-budget of the Organization be allocated, up to US$29,158, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), for the preparation and holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI. 
4. To instruct the General Secretariat to support the preparations for and follow-up to the meeting and to keep the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) informed in that regard.
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
