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DRAFT RESOLUTION

CHANGE OF DATE FOR THE SIXTH REGULAR MEETING OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION 

(Presented by the delegation of Suriname as Chair of the 
Inter-American Committee on Education)
the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI),

HAVING SEEN resolutions AG/RES.2643 (XLI-O/11) and CIDI/RES.275/12 (XVII-O/12), “Final Report of the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education in the Framework of CIDI” and CIDI/RES.295 (XXXIX-O/14) “Convocation of the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education”; 

CONSIDERING: 
That through the Declaration of Paramaribo “Transforming the Role of the Teacher to Meet the Challenges of the 21st Century” adopted in the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, held on March 1-2, 2012, in Paramaribo, Suriname, the Ministers of Education reaffirmed that “equal and timely access to education is a human right and that quality education is essential and constitutes an effective tool for reducing inequality and creating conditions for development and for the wellbeing of the population”;  

That in the Sixth Summit of the Americas, held on April 14-15, 2012 in Cartagena, Colombia, the Heads of State and Government agreed to “ensure equal access to primary and secondary education for all, to promote improvement in the quality of education at all levels, increased access to tertiary, technical, and vocational education […]”;  


That it is the responsibility of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), in the Framework of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009, extended through December 2015, to foster dialogue in order to promote education development as one of its priority areas; and,



That the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) met in Guayaquil, Ecuador, on November 9-10, 2010;

That the note from the Minister of Education and Community Development of Suriname, as President of the Inter-American Committee on Education, dated August 6, 2014 highlights the importance of organizing a fruitful VI Regular Meeting of the CIE that serves to prepare the path for an enhanced political dialogue among OAS Member States on the future of education in our region within the framework of the next VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, and, therefore proposes October 14-15, 2014 as new dates for the VI Regular Meeting of the CIE; 
RESOLVES:

1. To modify the dates of the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE), to October 14-15, 2014, at OAS Headquarters in Washington, D.C.

2. To invite Member States to participate in the Sixth Regular Meeting of the CIE by sending the representatives designated by the national authorities on education.
3. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to support the work of preparing for and organizing the VI Regular Meeting of the CIE and to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) on its results. 
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
