DRAFT RESOLUTION
CONVOCATION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON CULTURE
THROUGH A VIRTUAL FORUM 
(Presented by the delegation of Peru in its capacity as Chair of the CIC)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,
HAVING SEEN:
Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI):  Establishment of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI;” and
Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 186 (CLXXII-O/11) ,“Key issues for Partnership in the Culture Sector within the Framework of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development”;
CONSIDERING: 
That CECPCIDI defined the following two key issues for partnership in the culture sector, within the framework of FEMCIDI:  (i) Increasing economic growth and promoting development through culture and (ii) Promoting social inclusion through culture, and that CEPCIDI considered and approved the corresponding Programmatic Approaches (CEPCIDI/doc.1011/11 rev. 3 and CEPCIDI/doc.1012/11 rev. 3); 
That FEMCIDI’s programmatic approach to promoting social inclusion through culture has been designed to develop and exchange successful culture models and stimulate the creation of opportunities that facilitate youth access to the different forms of expression and cultural disciplines, and in particular, to digital media as a means of self-expression that will facilitate their entry in the job market; 
That, in turn, FEMCIDI’s programmatic approach to increasing economic growth and promoting development through culture has been designed to support horizontal cooperation, install institutional and human capacities in countries that have not yet developed them, and to help identify common indicators for the implementation of public policies in the region;
That the member states have presented project profiles under these Programmatic Approaches; and
Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS.”
HAVING SEEN the note of the Chair of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) (CIDI/INF.3/12), which proposes conducting a Virtual Forum of the CIC in order to hold the Meeting to Design FEMCIDI's Culture Program from November 5 to 9, 2012, the purpose of that meeting being to craft the framework program for the 2011-2013 culture program,
RESOLVES:
1. To acknowledge the particular importance of continuing to strengthen the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and the subsequent phases of its transition period to implement the proposed new structure.
2. To convene the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) to design the framework program for developing the culture program and to consider any project profiles presented by the member states for the key issues approved through resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 186 (CLXXII-O/11) and their corresponding programmatic approaches (CEPCIDI/doc.1012/11 rev. 3 and CEPCIDI/doc.1011/11 rev. 3).  This convocation will be issued via a virtual forum that will be open from November 5 to 9, 2012. 
3. To establish that translations of documents to two languages before, during, and after this virtual forum of the CIC shall be charged to Chapter 7, Subprogram 72H, of the 2012 budget-program of the Organization.
4. To instruct the General Secretariat to support, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), preparations for the Virtual Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Culture and to report periodically to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) on that process.
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
