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AREA OF ACTION AND PROGRAMS APPROVED FOR THE FIRST PROGRAMMING CYCLE OF THE DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION FUND (DCF) 

(Agreed upon at the meeting of November 28, 2014)

According to the new structure and the revised statutes of the Development Cooperation Fund (DCF) approved by resolution AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14) of the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly, member states must select one Area of Action (main theme) and up to four corresponding programs (under that theme) from the Strategic Plan for Partnership in Development for each program cycle of the Fund.

The Forty-Fourth Regular Meeting of CIDI, held on November 28, 2014, welcomed the results of the survey of member states and decided that the priority area of action for the First Programming Cycle of the DCF 2014-2017 would be "Social Development and Creation of Productive Employment," and would comprise the following four programs: Creation of Productive Employment, Social Inclusion/Social Protection, Community Development, and Workforce Development.
Survey conducted:

A review and analysis of current National Development Plans and or National Poverty Reduction strategies of 32 member states were undertaken to facilitate the selection of the Area of Action from 7 Areas outlined in the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development (Detailed analysis attached in Annex1). 

The findings of the data analysis, in the table below point to Sustainable Development and the Environment as the leading area of action among member states followed by Social Development and the Creation of Productive Employment.

The results of the analysis presented above and corresponding survey were distributed to the National Liaison Offices (ONE) and relevant national authorities of member states in order to identify the priority of member states for the program cycle 2014-2017, between the two prevailing Areas of Action ( i.e. Sustainable Development & the Environment and Social Development and the Creation of Productive Employment). 

At the time of this report, 27 member states had submitted responses to the survey administered between October 6 and November 19, 2014.
