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REPORT OF THE CHAIR OF THE
COMMITTEE ON PARTNERSHIP FOR DEVELOPMENT POLICIES

(Presented to CIDI at its XLVIII regular meeting, held on May 15, 2015)

This report discusses the efforts undertaken by the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies during the July 2014 – May 2015 period. In order to discharge its functions, the Committee—during its September 15 meeting—elected María Paula Zannini, Alternate Representative of Argentina, and María Isabel Marca Choque, Alternate Representative of Bolivia, to serve as Vice Chairs. 

The following were the main tasks entrusted to the Committee during this period:

1. Analyze and supplement the summary of the interventions made by the delegations during the XXXVII regular meeting of the CIDI—which addressed the development agenda of the OAS (CIDI/Doc.118/14 ‘Español - English)—until finalizing preparation of an OAS development agenda aligned with the Organization’s strategic vision.
2. Examine the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development Work Plan (2014-2015) (CIDI/doc.127/14 Español - English).
3. Consider options for the possible inclusion of language training in all four official languages of the OAS [Operative paragraph 18, AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14)] (CIDI/CPD/Doc.60/14 English - Español).
4. Review and approve, ad referendum of CIDI, matters related to preparing CIDI ministerial and inter-American committee meetings.
5. Preparation of the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly and negotiation of draft resolutions to be referred by CIDI for consideration by the General Assembly (GA). (On this point, it is worth noting that based on the Permanent Council’s decision to not submit resolutions to the GA, the Committee reviewed the matters in order to lend continuity to the Organization’s development work). 
The Committee and its Chair sought to create synergies and establish ongoing dialogue with the Chairs of the CIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its organs and the Ad Hoc CIDI Working Group to Review Mandates on Integral Development, in recognition of the fact that the matters under discussion are interconnected and complement one another. In addition, meetings of these three groups were held one after the other in order to foster these synergies and maximize the resources allocated to CIDI.

Periodic reports from SEDI’s technical areas were also included in order to provide information on how the mandates are being implemented, with meetings being organized in such a way as to enable the delegations to make informed decisions. The reports listed below were received and served to support the review process for SEDI’s Work Plan, the preparation of initial texts to be included in the draft omnibus resolution (this occurred before the Permanent Council made the decision to not refer resolutions to the GA), and the preparation of both ministerial and inter-American committee meetings:

i. Secretariat of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), to report on the agreements of the Ninth regular meeting of the CIP, held at OAS headquarters in June 2014, as well as on the 2014-2015 Work Plan.

ii. Department of Sustainable Development, to report on preparations for the IV Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development (CIDS), held at OAS headquarters in October 2014. 
iii. Department of Human Development and Education, to report on the preparations for and outcomes of both the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education and the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, held at OAS headquarters in October 2014, and in Panama in February 2015, respectively.
iv. Department of Economic Development, regarding the preparations for and outcomes of the VI Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities in the Framework of CIDI, held in Haiti in August 2014, and the Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-level Authorities of Tourism, held in Barbados in September 2014, as well as the activities undertaken and scheduled in order to fulfill the culture-related mandates. In addition, to report on preparations for the Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Science and Technology, held in Guatemala in March 2015.
v. Department of Social Inclusion, to present the Department’s functions and objectives following its creation in December 2014 by Executive Order No. 08-01 Rev. 7 – Annex D.
1. Dialogue on the development agenda of the OAS and review of the Work Plan (Tasks 1 and 2 above)
In order to have an updated and systematized vision of the OAS’s integral development work and to be able to conduct an analysis of and supplement the interventions made by the delegations during the XXXVII regular meeting of the CIDI—which addressed the development agenda of the OAS (CIDI/Doc.118/14 ‘Español |English)—until finalizing preparation of an OAS development agenda aligned with the Organization’s strategic vision, the Committee tied examination of SEDI’s 2014-2015 Work Plan to this point. In addition, an inventory was done of the main foundational and guiding documents that govern the actions of the OAS with respect to development (CIDI/CPD/Doc.67/14 English  - Español), as was a mapping –by Department– of the areas of action, work mechanisms, projects, and sources of financing available to SEDI for executing the tasks entrusted to it by the states (CIDI/CPD/Doc.78/15  English  - Español). Added to this was the close coordination with the Ad Hoc CIDI Working Group to Review Mandates on Integral Development, which provides an overview of the status of fulfillment of the mandates.  
The analysis moved forward with the preparation of the aforementioned documents, while awaiting any indications and/or additional requests that might be made to CIDI to support the efforts of the Permanent Council and continue development of the Strategic Vision and preparation of the Quadrennial Strategic Plan for Integral Development with work plans for each of the four pillars, as well as for the administrative management and institutional strengthening mandated under AG/RES. 1 (XLVII-E/14) “Guidelines and Objectives of the Strategic Vision of the OAS.”
2. Consider options for the possible inclusion of language training in all four official languages of the OAS (Task 3 above) 

In response to the AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14) mandate, the Secretariat presented a series of options for language training in the official languages of the Organization (CIDI/CPD/Doc.60/14 English - Español), based on which it was concluded that the Secretariat should continue its efforts to promote scholarship and training programs in the four official languages of the Organization and throughout each of its programs: The OAS Academic Studies Scholarship Program, the OAS Partnership Program for Education and Training (PAEC), and the Professional Development Scholarship Program (PDSP). A recommendation was made to have the Secretariat encourage the countries and academic partners – via the agreements established under the PAEC – to offer language studies as part of the package offered by the educational entity, in the framework of the current regulations of the Organization having to do with scholarship and training programs.
3. Review and approve, ad referendum of CIDI, matters related to preparing CIDI ministerial inter-American committee meetings 

The Committee reviewed procedural matters in connection with the ministerial and inter-American committee meetings listed below and approved, ad referendum of CIDI, the documents included in Annex I to this Report, which are being submitted for consideration by CIDI:
· Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Science and Technology, held in Guatemala in March 2015. 

· VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI, held in Panama in February 2015.  

· Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education, held at OAS headquarters in October 2014.  
· IV Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Sustainable Development, held at OAS headquarters in October 2014.
4. Preparation of the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly and negotiation of draft resolutions to be referred by CIDI for consideration by the General Assembly
To make the work more consistent and comprehensive, preparatory processes for and outcomes reports from ministerial meetings were linked, from the very beginning, to preparations for the OAS General Assembly and specifically, to the preparation of draft resolutions that would be referred to the GA for consideration. Notwithstanding the fact that the course of action shifted following the states’ decision to not refer resolutions to the General Assembly, the Committee moved forward in preparing the draft omnibus resolution and in the use of the agreed model texts to be included in draft omnibus resolutions in connection with reports from ministerial meetings and offers to host [such meetings] (CIDI/CPD/Doc.64/14 English  - Español). In addition, the guidelines and methodology for reviewing draft resolutions were agreed (CIDI/CPD/Doc.72/14 Rev.1.  English  - Español), which, alongside the model texts, constitute an important basis for the work of the Committee in the coming years.
Based on the Permanent Council’s decision in its meeting of April 29, 2015 to submit only a list of the matters necessary for lending continuity to the Organization’s development work, the Committee recommends to CIDI the matters contained in document CIDI/CPD/Doc.87/15 Rev. 1 English - Español, to wit: (i) To extend the term of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development (2006-2009); (ii) to authorize CIDI to extend or approve the next Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development, ad referendum of the General Assembly; (iii) to endorse the outcomes of the CIDI ministerial and inter-American committee meetings held between June 2014 and May 2015; (iv) to express thanks for the offers to host upcoming CIDI ministerial meetings; and, (vi) to determine that execution of the activities envisaged in the preceding literals will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
