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DRAFT RESOLUTION

CONVOCATION OF THE FIFTH REGULAR MEETING 

OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON CULTURE (CIC)
(Presented by the delegation of Peru as Chair of the CIC)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN:

Resolution AG/RES. 2742 (XLII-O/12) “Report of the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture in the Framework of CIDI on the Celebration of the Inter-American Year of Culture”; and
The communiqué “Culture:  Common Denominator for Integral Development,” which instructed the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) to develop its 2011-2013 Work Plan, with a view to strengthening the capacity of the cultural sector and deepening cooperation in the thematic areas agreed upon at the Fourth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture in the Framework of CIDI, held in Barbados in 2008;
CONSIDERING:

That the Heads of State and Government at each of the Summits of the Americas held so far recognized, among other matters, that culture plays a vital role in the integral development of the member states and makes a positive contribution to the creation of social cohesion;

That, in the aforementioned Summits process, the Heads of State and Government pledged, along with other commitments, to continue to promote inter-cultural dialogue and respect for cultural diversity; to increase their efforts to promote and support cultural and creative industries and activities as part of their national policies for the promotion of sustainable economic growth, the creation of jobs, and the generation of income; and to facilitate exchanges of information and practices related to the protection and promotion of cultural heritage and to educating communities on the best ways of protecting heritage sites and managing them in sustainable ways;
That the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture in the Framework of CIDI was held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C., on November 9 and10, 2011, and had as its theme:  “Culture:  Common Denominator for Integral Development”;

That, at that meeting, the ministers and highest authorities on culture highlighted, among other aspects, the importance of culture as the primary connecting factor in efforts to ensure peaceful coexistence and its contribution to economic development, the strengthening of democracies, and social inclusion; and
That it is incumbent upon the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to foster regional dialogue and cooperation activities for integral and sustainable development in the field of culture;
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:
That Article 7 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIC provides that the Committee shall hold regular meetings on a periodic basis; and

Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS”; and
HAVING SEEN the note from the Chair of the CIC advising of the need to convene the fifth regular meeting of the Committee at the headquarters of the Organization of American States on March 21 and 22, 2013 (CIDI/INF.4/12),

RESOLVES:

1. To accept the proposal to convene the fifth regular meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) at the headquarters of the Organization of American States (OAS) on March 21 and 22, 2013.

2. To convene the fifth regular meeting of the CIC on the aforementioned dates, once the funds are available.
3. To instruct that up to US$33,558 be allocated from the funds envisaged at Chapter 7, Subprogram 72H, of the program-budget of the Organization for 2011, in accordance with the guidelines set forth in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,” for the preparations for and holding of the fifth regular meeting of the CIC.

4. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture, to assist in the preparations for and follow-up of the meeting and to keep the Inter-American Council for Integral Development apprised of developments in that regard. 
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
