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DRAFT WORK PLAN OF THE CHAIR OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT: JANUARY-JUNE 2016

(Presented by the Chair of CIDI)

A. Chair’s Objectives:

1. Strengthen alignment of political dialogue on integral development issues with OAS high level processes. (GA, ministerial meetings, Summit of the Americas)

2. Enhance coordination between CIDI, its committees, and working groups:  special emphasis will be given to coordinating the role of the inter-American committees with the work of CIDI.

3. Evaluate with the member states issues of interest in order to align the projects/programs underway and new SEDI initiatives, bearing in mind the strategic vision and available resources.

4. Comply with the mandates the General Assembly has given CIDI.

B. Guidelines for Political Dialogue at Regular Meetings of CIDI:

Preparation for CIDI Meetings:

Each CIDI meeting should be preceded by two or more meetings of the Committee on Policies, at which the issues to be presented at CIDI are reviewed, such that delegations may adequately prepare and contribute so interventions may enrich the hemispheric agenda on different development issues. To this end:

· At least two weeks prior to each CIDI meeting, the Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) will submit to the CIDI Chair a brief document summarizing the current status of mandates, programs, and projects, as well as available resources, in relation to the issues to be discussed at the meeting.

· At CIDI meetings, SEDI and/or the Director of the relevant area of SEDI will present a progress report on the strategic issues to be addressed at each meeting.

· The strategic issues to be addressed at each CIDI meeting will be presented at the beginning of the semester to facilitate delegations’ preparation and contributions with respect to panelists and other issues that they consider important.

· The CIDI Chair will meet with the Chairs of the Committee on Policies, Committee on Migration Issues, and the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its organs once a month, to the extent possible at least a week prior to the regular meeting of CIDI.

· It is suggested that inter-American committee meetings take place at OAS headquarters in Washington to facilitate coordination with the work of CIDI.

C. Follow-up to CIDI political dialogue meetings:

· The Secretariat will prepare a 1-page sheet with the main elements of the CIDI meeting, which will be distributed to delegations (within a week at the latest) and each of the SEDI areas; it will also be posted on the CIDI web page. At the end of the semester, the Chair will consolidate the 5 or 6 sheets, taking stock of progress made in the political dialogue concerning agreements of the latest Ministerial or High-Level meetings. 

· SEDI will present its management report to the Chair of CIDI and its members.

Panelists invited by the States, the different multilateral agencies, and other relevant organizations will receive sufficiently in advance [of the meetings]: (a) the current status of OAS work on the strategic development issue to be addressed at the meeting; (b) they will be requested to indicate during their presentation their vision of the OAS’ current and potential role with respect to the issue. This is the structure of each regular meeting of CIDI:

1) SEDI and/or the Director of the relevant area of SEDI will present a progress report on the strategic issue to be addressed at the meeting. 

2) Issue of impact for the hemispheric development agenda, which is related to the work of CIDI during this half of the year. The issues of greatest significance on the international and hemispheric development agenda will be taken up, with panelists presenting on these issues and the role that the OAS can play in their regard.

3) Issues requested by the delegations:
a) Presentation of the Report on the Americas Competitiveness Forum and the meeting of the Inter-American Competitiveness Network (RIAC), held in Guatemala.  The Presidential Commissioner for Competitiveness and Investment of Guatemala and the 2015 RIAC Chair Pro Tempore, Mr. Acisclo Valladares Urruela, will participate (Requested by the delegation of Guatemala)

b) Presentation of the preliminary draft agenda of the Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development (Requested by the delegation of Paraguay.  The idea would be to receive it, set a deadline for the presentation of comments, and forward it to the Committee on Policies for discussion there.) 

c) Announcement of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) [meeting] for April 28 and 29 and presentation of the preliminary draft agenda. 2015. [sic] (Requested by the delegation of Panama. Pursuant to the CIE Rules of Procedure, the announcement is to be made at least 90 days prior to the meeting, so we are just in time. The idea would be to announce the meeting and establish a deadline for the presentation of comments and observations on the agenda and forward it to the Committee on Policies for discussion there.)

· Background: On September 25, 2015 in New York, the UN General Assembly adopted the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, an action plan for people, planet, and prosperity, which also seeks to strengthen universal peace and access to justice. The UN member states approved a resolution recognizing that the greatest challenge our world currently faces is the eradication of poverty and affirming that without achievement of this goal there can be no sustainable development. The Agenda lays out 17 goals with 169 integrated and indivisible targets that cover economic, social, and environmental dimensions. The new strategy will govern global development programs for the next 15 years. By adopting it, the States committed to mobilizing the means necessary for its implementation through partnerships particularly focused on the needs of the poorest and most vulnerable people.

Results of COP 21 in Paris and the role of the OAS 

· Background: On December 12, 2015 in Paris, 195 nations reached an historical agreement to fight climate change and promote measures and investments for a resilient and sustainable future low in carbon emissions. This agreement brings all nations together for the first time behind a common cause based on historic, present, and future responsibilities. The main objective of the agreement is to keep the temperature rise in this century well under 2 degrees centigrade, and bolster efforts to limit the temperature increase to under 1.5 degrees centigrade over pre-industrial levels.

· Signing the Paris Agreement: After its adoption by the COP, the Paris Agreement was deposited at the United Nations in New York and will be open for signature for a year as from April 22, 2016, Earth Day. The agreement will enter into force when 55 countries representing at least 55% of global emissions have deposited their respective instruments.
