COMMITTEE ON PARTNERSHIP FOR DEVELOPMENT POLICIES
ON THE APPROVAL PROCESS FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE 

STATUTES AND RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR THE HEMISPHERIC FUND FOR TOURISM
(Presented at the 55th regular meeting of the CIDI, held January 28, 2016)
Bearing in mind the task assigned at the 51st regular meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), held in September 2015, and the text in operative paragraph 7 of the “Declaration of Lima on Community-Based Rural Tourism in the Americas” (document CIDI/TUR-XXIII/DEC. 1/15, of September 4, 2015), approved at the 23rd Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism, held in Lima, Peru, the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies spent several meetings analyzing the appropriateness of amending the Statutes and Rules of Procedure for the Hemispheric Fund for Tourism. At its December 7, 2015 meeting, it approved the amendments to said documents as proposed by the Culture and Tourism Section of the Department of Economic Development, in its role as the Technical Secretary of the Hemispheric Fund for Tourism, in keeping with the above-mentioned mandates. 
In the various discussions held by the Committee, the department explained the reasons for these reforms. The explanations were sufficient for the delegations to approve the amendments. Other delegations also requested changes to clarify the meaning of the documents in question. It bears noting that some of the reforms stem from changes that were made to the OAS Development Cooperation Fund. The delegations took advantage of the opportunity to study the Fund’s outcomes and challenges to date and exchange opinions on the matter.
