This report is presented in compliance with resolution CIDI/RES.309 (E-IV/16) (Español  - English - Français - Português) which instructs the Executive Secretary for Integral Development to report by February 1st, 2017 to CIDI on the funds withdrawn from the Capital Fund in 2016, as well as the specific scholarships and training programs and number of students that benefitted from this transfer.

The aforesaid resolution, authorized  the withdrawal from the Capital Fund of an amount of up to US$3.2 million in order to finance the Scholarships and Training Program during the 2016 fiscal year in accordance with resolutions CIDI/RES. 289 (XXVI-O/13) “Amendments to the Rules of Procedure of the subsidiary organs of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development” of April 30, 2013, AG/RES. 1 (XL-E/10) “Program-Budget of the Regular Fund of the Organization for 2011, quota assessments and contributions to FEMCIDI” of September 30, 2010, and AG/RES. 1 (L-E/15) “Program-Budget of the Organization for 2016”of November 23, 2015.  

As of December 31, 2016 the total funds used from the Capital Fund to finance the Scholarships and Training Program was of US$ 2,390.716, which along with the resources allocated in 2016 from the Regular Fund for this Program, allowed the Secretariat to grant scholarships in the following programs:
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Both the Capital Fund and the Regular Fund (RF) financed scholarships in 2016 and it is impossible to disaggregate the total number scholarships granted from each source of financing.  In order to provide a comprehensive view of OAS contributions to scholarships, the RF amounts included in this report are only on expenditures associated with the Scholarships and Training Programs and exclude expenditures related to the employment and/or education sections, which are also part of the Department of Human Development, Education and Employment and serve as Technical Secretariats for these CIDI ministerial processes. 

Tables 2 and 3 below include details on the number of scholarships and partnerships under the Partnerships Program for Education and Training (PAEC) and the Professional Development Scholarships Program.  It is worth noting that one of characteristics of these two programs is the partnerships created with institutions to lever OAS seed funds and lowering OAS cost.
