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REPORT PRESENTED BY THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARIAT FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT IN COMPLIANCE WITH RESOLUTION CIDI/RES.316 (LXV-O/16)

(Prepared by the Department of Human Development, Education and Employment)

This report is presented in compliance with resolution CIDI/RES.316 (LXV-O/16) (Español  - English - Français - Português) which instructs the Executive Secretary for Integral Development to report on April 30, August 31, 2017 and February 1st, 2018 to CIDI on the funds withdrawn from the Capital Fund in 2017, pursuant to its resolution, as well as the specific scholarships and training programs and number of students that benefitted from this transfer.

The aforesaid resolution authorized the withdrawal from the Capital Fund of an amount of up to US$2.25 million in order to finance the following program of the Scholarships and Training Program during the 2017 fiscal year: up to US$1,150,000 to finance the ongoing scholarship commitments of the OAS General Secretariat relating to the 2014-2016 Academic Program cycles. Up to US$150,000 to finance the Professional Development Scholarship Program, up to US$650,000 to finance the OAS Partnerships Program for Education and Training (PAEC) and up to $300,000 to finance students under the Special Program of Undergraduate Scholarship for the English-speaking Caribbean states (SPECAF), in accordance with resolutions CIDI/RES. 289 (XXVI-O/13) “Amendments to the Rules of Procedure of the subsidiary organs of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development” of April 30, 2013, AG/RES. 1 (XL-E/10) “Program-Budget of the Regular Fund of the Organization for 2011, quota assessments and contributions to FEMCIDI” of September 30, 2010, and AG/RES. 2 (L-E/16) “Program-Budget of the Organization for 2017”of October 31, 2016.  

As of June 30, 2017 the total funds used from the Capital Fund to finance the Scholarships and Training Program was of US$ 1,459,953, of which $916,568 were expenditures and $545,827 were commitments. This allowed the Secretariat to grant scholarships in the following programs:
