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DRAFT RESOLUTION
CONVENING THE ELEVENTH REGULAR MEETING 

OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS (CIP)
(Presented by the delegation of Mexico)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CIDI),

HAVING SEEN resolution AG/RES. 2904 (XLVII-O/17) “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development,” in which the General Assembly adopted the Montevideo Plan of Action on “Partnership with the Private Sector for Port Development” (CIDI/CIP/doc.6/16 rev. 3), and the resolution entitled “Hemispheric Port Cooperation:  2016-2018 Montevideo Agreements,” which promotes public policies and the establishment of strategic partnerships, in particular with the private sector, to ensure a port, maritime, and land infrastructure that is economically and environmentally sustainable, and which urges member states to ensure that their development plans take into account the Sustainable Development Objectives, especially in those areas linked to the work of the various Technical Advisory Groups (TAGs) of the CIP;
ALSO HAVING SEEN the note from the Mexican delegation in which it offers to host the Eleventh Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports and proposes that it be held in Mexico City on August 1, 2, and 3, 2018 (CIDI/INF.__/17);

CONSIDERING:
That the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) is a committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), established by resolution AG/RES. 1573 (XXVIII-O/98), in accordance with Articles 93 and 77 of the Charter of the Organization of American States and Articles 5 and 15 of the CIDI Statute;

That it originated in 1956 as the Inter-American Port Conference, and became the CIP in 1999; 

That it is made up of the highest national government authorities of the port sector and its purpose is to serve as the permanent inter-American forum of the Organization of American States (OAS) for strengthening hemispheric cooperation for development of the port sector, with the active participation and cooperation of the private sector;

That throughout the world ports are the principal links of the physical network of maritime shipping, and interior ports and waterways, and that the percentage of cargo transported in this way needs to increase to further their development , in order to increase the employment opportunities for our populations; 


That modernization of the port system will help increase the competitiveness of the economies of the Americas and that member states reiterate their commitments to continue modernizing the CIP, with practices in line with their needs; and, 

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that the CIP Rules of Procedure establish, in Article 5, that the Committee shall hold a regular meeting at least every two years,
RESOLVES:

1. To accept the kind offer of the Government of Mexico to host the Eleventh Regular Meeting of the CIP and to convene said meeting August 1 to 3, 2018 in Mexico City. 
2. To urge member states to participate in that meeting by sending their highest port authorities.
3. To allocate the funds stipulated in Chapter 7, Subprogram 74F of the OAS program-budget for 2018, up to a maximum of US$29,158, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), for the preparations for and holding of the Eleventh Regular Meeting of the CIP within the framework of CIDI. 

4. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the  Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to support the preparation and organization of the Eleventh Regular Meeting of the CIP and to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development on the results of that meeting.
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
