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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL 

FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CIDI)

(Approved upon at the meeting held May 29, 2018)
This document summarizes the activities carried out by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) for the period between the forty-seventh and forty-eighth regular sessions of the General Assembly, held on June 19- 21, 2017 and June 4-5, 2018. 
i. CONSTITUTION AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF CIDI

The Protocol of Managua, which entered into force in 1996, created the Inter-American Council for Integral Development as the main policy-making organ with responsibility for formulating, promoting, and implementing guidelines for technical cooperation at the ministerial level in the hemisphere. 

Under Article 3 of its Statutes, CIDI has the following functions and powers:

a)
To formulate and recommend the Strategic Plan to the General Assembly. 
b)
To formulate proposals for strengthening inter-American dialogue on integral development. 

c)
To promote, coordinate, and oversee the execution of the Strategic Plan. 

d)
To convene regular meetings of the Council at the ministerial or equivalent level; regular monthly meetings; special meetings; and sectoral or specialized meetings. 

e)
To propose to the General Assembly the holding of specialized conferences in their respective areas of competence to deal with special technical matters or to develop specific aspects of inter-American cooperation; to convene them in urgent cases, in accordance with the provisions of resolution AG/RES. 85 (II-O/72); and to coordinate, when appropriate, the holding of these specialized conferences in the framework of specialized or sectoral meetings of CIDI. 
f)
To promote cooperative relations with the corresponding United Nations agencies and with other national and international bodies, particularly as regards coordination of the inter-American technical cooperation programs. 

g)
To adopt the policies and general guidelines which the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) should follow in carrying out the cooperation activities of the IACD. 

h)
To convene high-level meetings and seminars to study problems related to development and identify efforts that could be undertaken in the CIDI framework, including those resulting from the application of Article 37 of the Charter of the Organization of American States. 

i)
To periodically evaluate the execution of cooperation activities with a view to adopting decisions it finds appropriate for their improvement and for the most efficient use of funds, and report to the General Assembly.

j)
To coordinate and organize the activities of the subsidiary bodies of CIDI. 
k)
To establish mechanisms for consultation and dialogue between CIDI’s regular and special meetings and the inter-American committees.
l)
To receive, analyze, and take action on the reports and recommendations of its subsidiary bodies, as well as on the reports of other organs entrusted with the execution of CIDI projects. 

m)
To elect the members of the Management Board of the IACD. 

n)
To adopt criteria for the allocation of additional resources mobilized by the IACD, for which the donor has not specified purposes and limitations. 
o)
To approve the Rules of Procedure of the Management Board of the IACD and amendments thereto. 

p)
To approve guidelines, policies, and priorities, on its own initiative or as recommended by the IACD, for the preparation, adoption, and execution of the program budget of the IACD. 
q)
To consider and, as appropriate, approve the annual budget of the IACD proposed by the Management Board.
r)
To participate in the preparation of the program-budget of the Organization in the area of cooperation. 

s)
To instruct the General Secretariat and SEDI regarding the execution of tasks and support activities for the fulfillment of the mandates and functions assigned to CIDI. 

t)
To approve or refer to other organs, as appropriate, proposals from the IACD for amending the rules and regulations relating to the personnel, budget, operations, and administration of the IACD. 
u)
To authorize special budgetary appropriations from the Development Cooperation Fund to address unforeseen situations or activities, and identify the source of the necessary resources, in accordance with Article 96 of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat. 
v)
To fulfill, in addition to the functions established by these Statutes, such other functions as may be entrusted to it by the Charter of the OAS, other inter-American instruments, the General Assembly, and the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, as envisaged at Article 70 of the Charter, and to make recommendations in its area of authority. 

CIDI is composed of all the OAS member states, whose delegates represent them at the CIDI meetings envisaged in Article 96 of the Charter and Articles 19 to 21 of these Statutes. 

Under Article 5 of its Statutes, CIDI has the following subsidiary bodies: 

a. Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development

b. Nonpermanent Specialized Committees (CENPES)

c. Inter-American Committees

d. Permanent committees of CIDI 

e. Other subsidiary bodies and agencies created by the Council 

ii. ACTIVITIES OF CIDI AND ITS SUBSIDIARY BODIES

1. MONTHLY REGULAR MEETINGS OF CIDI AND JOINT MEETINGS WITH THE PERMANENT COUNCIL

In the period covered by this report, CIDI continued to deepen its substantive dialogues and to address strategic issues of interest to the member states, in preparation for the meetings of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of CIDI. 
The Chairs of CIDI held regular coordination meetings with the authorities of CIDI’s subsidiary bodies.  The thematic discussions that took place during the regular sessions of CIDI adhered to the work plans presented by the chairs (CIDI/doc.237/17 Espanol – English – Francais - Portugais and CIDI/doc.247/18 Espanol – English). CIDI continued the practice of using concept notes to guide the discussions of its thematic sessions.  However, starting in January 2018, these concept notes were couched in a common format that included topics such as the subject of the session, its importance, and the objectives and results anticipated from the proposed panelists. 
From July 2017 to May 2018, CIDI held nine regular meetings and five joint meetings with the Permanent Council. In keeping with the strategic objectives set out in the Organization's Strategic Plan, the main topics addressed by CIDI in these meetings can be summarized as follows:

Crosscutting and management issues:

· CIDI and the Permanent Council discussed the importance for development of dealing effectively with non-communicable diseases (NCDs). The Director General of the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO) participated in that session, which was an opportunity to share experiences and develop regional priorities for providing a comprehensive response to NCDs and their risk factors.  The role of the Inter-American Working Group on non-communicable diseases was highlighted, and there was discussion of the opportunities afforded by OAS/CIDI to raise the visibility of the problem of NCDs. This analysis was in preparation for the High-Level Meeting on NCDs convened by the UN for September 2018 (Concept Note: CP/INF.7914/18 Espanol – English – Francais – Portugues). 
· The information presented by the General Secretariat supplementing the Organization’s Strategic Plan (Development Pillar) was examined and, in view of the fact that delegations needed more time to study the document, CIDI requested the Permanent Council to extend the deadline for submitting its recommendations until September 14, 2018.
· One of CIDI’s main tasks during the year, in fulfillment of the mandates to strengthen CIDI and its subsidiary organs, particularly those aimed at simplifying and modernizing sectoral processes with a view to strengthening substantive policy dialogue and align it with the Organization’s strategic vision, was to implement a tri-annual ministerial cycle—a matter that included amendments to its Rules of Procedure (CIDI/RES. 328(LXXIX-O/18). CIDI’s Policy Committee closely monitored the work of the technical secretariats of the various sectoral processes, in order to provide guidance to them as they updated their work plans (See sections II.2, II.3.d and III of the present report.)
Strategic Line 1: 
Promoting inclusive and competitive economies
· A joint meeting was held with the Permanent Council to discuss the contributions of science, technology, and innovation to wellbeing in Latin America and the Caribbean.  The joint meeting received the report of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Science and Technology, the theme of which had been “Science, technology and innovation as pillars of transformation in the Americas”, held in Medellin, Colombia in December 2017 (CIDI/REMCYT-V/doc.8/17 English – Espanol – Francais – Portugues) (see section 2). The meeting also received the findings of a study that measured wellbeing and trends worldwide and in the region.
· A report was received on the Tenth Inter-American Competitiveness Forum and the meeting of the Inter-American Competitiveness Network (RIAC) (CIDI/INF.243/17 Espanol – English), which had the theme of "Structural Reforms and Entrepreneurship to Drive Competitiveness in the Americas.”  Those events took place in Mexico City in September 2017 in the framework of the National Entrepreneur Week, Mexico's premier entrepreneurship and innovation event. RIAC approved its Plan of Action (2017-2019), Promoting High Value-Added “Servification” and Productive Transformation, the goal of which is to leverage the opportunities arising from the diversification of the productive and export structures of the countries, regions, and localities to strengthen the competitiveness of traditional sectors and the creation of quality jobs. 

· Support was provided for the preparations for the XXIV Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism, held in Georgetown, Guyana on March 21 and 22, 2018. The report of the Congress will be presented in the second half of 2018. (see sections II.2, II.3.d and III of this report).
· CIDI convened and supported the preparations for the Eleventh Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), to be held in Mexico City from August 1-3, 2018.  It also received the report of the XVIII meeting of the Executive Board of the CIP, which was held in Barbados in August 2017.
Strategic Line 2: 
Strengthening the implementation of sustainable development goals in accordance with the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS) 2016-2021
· Received the report of the Third Ministerial Meeting of the Energy and Climate Partnership of the Americas (ECPA), held in Chile in September 2017 (CIDI/INF.242/17 Español - English), which approved the Guiding Principles and Plan of Action of ECPA 2018-2019, which seek to foster regional cooperation on energy matters using strategies and actions that will make for a cleaner, safer, more efficient, more modern and equitable energy development, by means of shared leadership to carry out initiatives and share experiences among countries of the Americas in support of the Sustainable Development Objectives.

· A session was held on sustainable energy and competitiveness in the Americas, which highlighted the agreements reached at the Third Ministerial Meeting of the Energy and Climate Partnership of the Americas (ECPA) and at the X Forum on Competitiveness in the Americas, held in 2017 in Chile and Mexico respectively, at which there were discussions with the World Bank, the Energy Advisor of the Atlantic Council, and the Under-Secretary of the Ministry of Production of Argentina, who is the Chair pro tempore of the Competitiveness Forum of the Americas. Argentina will host the next Competitiveness Forum. 

· Discussions were held with the Permanent Council on the inclusion of natural capital into economic development and diplomacy in the Americas. The publication Fifty years of water diplomacy in the Americas, which highlights the contributions made by the OAS to the integrated management of water resources, was launched; and there were discussions of the work being done by the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and the Nature Conservancy to mainstream natural capital into development programs. (Concept Note: CP/INF.7966/18  Español - English)

· CIDI designated the OAS-White Helmets Fund as a humanitarian fund, which means, in accordance with Article 80.j.C. of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat, that as of now, it will be exempted from indirect cost recovery and other refunds.  (CIDI/RES. 322 (LXXIII-O/17) Español - English - Français - Português)

Strategic Line 3: 
Promoting education and human development in the Americas
· CIDI discussed how to use the power of education for sustainable development, the progress made in the intersectoral dialogue intended to provide guidelines and identify opportunities for building integrated efforts, starting with education. Opportunities were identified to continue to strengthen cooperation and intersectoral dialogue, particularly between the education and labor and science and technology sectors, in an effort to develop innovative policies and regional cooperation programs to contribute to building knowledge and skills. (Concept Note: CIDI/INF. 251/18 rev. 2 Español - English - Français - Português).

· The Work Plan 2017-2019 of the Inter-American Committee on Education was approved (CIDI/CPD/doc.166/18 rev. 1 English - Español), and the regular meeting of the CIE was convened for August 2018 at OAS headquarters, to begin preparations for the Eleventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, to be held in Antigua and Barbuda in 2019. 
SCHOLARSHIPS:

· The operations of all the OAS fellowships and training programs were scrutinized with a view to finding ways of ensuring their sustainability.  As part of this process, in order to end the pause that had been imposed at the end of 2016 on the Academic graduate scholarships, CIDI adopted in September 2017 a set of recommendations to guide implementation of the 2018 Scholarships and Training Program Cycle (CIDI/doc.239/17 Español - English - Français - Português) [and in May 2018, a number of comprehensive policy and mandate recommendations on improving implementation and long-term sustainability of the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs. (CIDI/doc. __/18). ]
· The Implementation Plan was updated in order to assess the effects, relevance and sustainability of the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs approved in 2014, as well as their efficiency and cost effectiveness, and the accompanying terms of reference (CIDI/doc.86/14 rev. 1 - Español - English - Français - Português and CIDI/doc.86/14 add. 1 -  Español - English), which were forwarded to the Secretary General in December 2017, in order that the General Secretariat could implement the mandate contained in operative paragraph III.A. 6 (f) de la resolution AG/RES. 1 (LII-E/17) rev. 1 “Program-budget of the Organization for 2018.”

· Reports were received on the use of funds from the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs, authorized under resolutions CIDI/RES 309 
(E-IV/16) and CIDI/RES. 316 (LXV-O/16).  

Strategic Line 4: 
Promoting decent, dignified, and productive work for all 
· CIDI supported the preparations for the Twentieth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor held in Bridgetown, Barbados in December 2017, with the theme of “Building on our achievements and advancing towards social justice, decent work, and sustainable development in the Americas” and received its final report. [CIDI/TRABAJO/doc.23/17, Español - English - Français - Português]..
Strategic Line 5: 
Fostering the promotion and protection of the human rights of migrants, including migrant workers and their families, in accordance with the inter-American program on this subject to enhance their contribution to development
· In response to a mandate from the General Assembly, CIDI devoted an entire session to monitoring implementation of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families. A number of stakeholders in this Program made presentations to this session, including the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), PAHO, the International Organization for Migration, the International Committee of the 
Red Cross, and the CIDI Committee on Migration Issues. (Concept Note: CIDI/INF.250/18 Español - English - Français - Português)

Strategic Line 6:
Fostering development cooperation and partnerships 
· Following the presentation by the Chair of the IACD Management Board of the topics proposed for the Second Specialized Meeting of High-Level Authorities on Cooperation, CIDI convened the meeting to be held at OAS headquarters on September 6-7, 2018 (CIDI/RES. 327/18 - Español  - English - Français - Português).  The Policy Committee was asked to continue with the preparations in coordination with the Management Board (Concept Note: CIDI/INF.269/18, Español – English – Français – Português).
Strategic Line 7: 
Fostering social inclusion with equity to contribute to sustainable development in the Americas
· Support was provided for the preparations for the Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development, to be held in Antigua, Guatemala in September 2018 with the theme “Overcoming Multidimensional Poverty and closing the social inequity gap: Toward an inter-American Social Development Agenda.” This theme emerged from the discussions within the framework of the Inter-American Committee on Social Development, held at OAS headquarters in November 2017.
CIDI received the reports and followed up on the preparations for the ministerial meetings and the meetings of the inter-American committees. It delegated to its Policy Committee the follow- up, consideration, and approval, ad referendum to CIDI, of the draft agendas and lists of observers and guests at those meetings. 

CIDI’s day-to-day tasks were pursued through the work of the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies, the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM), and the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI. The reports of these and other CIDI bodies, the inter-American committees, and the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development are detailed below.

2. SECTORAL AND SPECIALIZED MEETINGS OF CIDI

The following meetings of Ministers and High-Level Authorities in the CIDI framework were held during the second half of 2017 and the first half of 2018:
· XX Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (Bridgetown, Barbados, December 7 and 8, 2017), adopted the Declaration and Plan of Action of Bridgetown “Building on our achievements and advancing towards social justice, decent work, and sustainable development in the Americas” (CIDI/TRABAJO/Doc.1/17 rev. 1  Español - English - Français - Português, and CIDI/TRABAJO/ doc.7/17 rev. 2 Español - English - Français - Português), which seek, inter alia, to advance national and regional efforts to achieve greater coordination between education and work, address the challenges of the future of work, strengthen social dialogue, foster sustainable enterprises, and advance toward gender equality and the full guarantee of labor rights and opportunities for vulnerable populations.  The final report is document CIDI/TRABAJO/doc.23/17, Español – English – Français – Português)
· Fifth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology (Medellín, Colombia, November 2 and 3, 2017), with the theme of “Science, technology and innovation as pillars of transformation in the Americas,” adopted the Declaration of Medellín (CIDI/REMCYT-V/DEC.1/17 - English - Español - Français - Português), which recommends including transformative technologies in the development of innovative policies and regional cooperation programs that will contribute to developing knowledge, creative skills and problem-solving capacities that will be needed for the work of the future and for Industry 4.0. The Declaration also reflects the desire to cooperate in developing new skills related to the practical aspects of science, technology, engineering and mathematics, and to develop interactions between research, the private sector and society. It also spoke to the need to be proactive in supporting women and girls and other vulnerable populations in the fields of science, technology and innovation, to improve their opportunities for learning and gaining access to leadership and decision-making positions.  The final report is document CIDI/REMCYT-V/doc.8/17 - English - Español - Français - Português)

· XXIV Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High Authorities of Tourism (Georgetown, Guyana, March 21 and 22, 2018), with the theme “Connecting the Americas through Sustainable Tourism” adopted the Declaration of Georgetown (CIDI/TUR-XXIV/DEC.1/18 - Español |English| Français |Português), which recognized the importance of continuing to work to expand connectivity and increase sustainable tourism in the region, urged the authorities of other tourism-related sectors to examine and implement coordinated policies in order to achieve optimal connectivity and expand the benefits of sustainable tourism, and stressed the importance of the tourism sector’s resilience to natural disasters.  It also called for sharing experiences and good practices.


In addition, CIDI began preparations for the following meetings: 
· Second Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-Level Authorities on Cooperation (OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C., September 6 and 7,  2018)

· Fourth Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities on Social Development (Antigua, Guatemala, September 27 and 28, 2018)

· Eleventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education (Antigua and Barbuda, 2019)

3. ACTIVITIES OF SUBSIDIARY BODIES OF CIDI AND JOINT WORKING GROUPS OF THE PERMANENT COUNCIL AND CIDI 


Provided below are summaries of the work of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development, the inter-American committees, and the permanent committees and working groups of CIDI. 


CIDI has three permanent committees – the Subcommittee on Programs, Budget, and Evaluation, the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies, and the Committee on Migration Issues – as well as temporary working groups established for specific purposes, and any subcommittees or working groups that CIDI or the General Assembly decides to establish as temporary subsidiary bodies. In view of the items on its work agenda, CIDI decided not to install the Committee on Programs, Budget, and Evaluation during the period covered by this report. 
a. Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD)

The IACD is the subsidiary body of CIDI created to promote, coordinate, manage, and facilitate the planning and execution of programs, projects, and activities within the scope of the OAS Charter and, in particular, the framework of CIDI’s Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development. The IACD is composed of its Management Board and SEDI.  

The Management Board of the IACD consists of nine member states of the Organization of American States elected by CIDI, observing, in accordance with the provisions of Article 77 of the Charter, the criteria of rotation and equitable geographic representation and guaranteeing that no member state shall be excluded from the opportunity for election to the Board and that every region shall have the opportunity to be represented at all times. 
In the period covered by this report, the Management Board (MB/IACD) was composed of the delegations of The Bahamas (Vice Chair), Barbados, Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, El Salvador, Mexico (Chair), Saint Lucia, and Uruguay. 

In accordance with the provisions of its Rules of Procedure, at its first meeting following the General Assembly, held on November 15, 2017, the MB/IACD elected Mr. Jesús Schucry Giacoman Zapata, Director General, Americas Region Agencies and Mechanisms, Under-Secretariat for Latin America and the Caribbean, Secretariat for Foreign Relations of Mexico as Chair, and at its meeting on February 14, 2018, re-elected Ms. Nicola Virgill-Rolle, Director of the Economy, Development and Planning of the Office of the Prime Minister of The Bahamas, as vice chair.

The MB/IACD held four formal meetings and one informal meeting throughout the year.  The main topics addressed and decisions taken included the following:
1. Development Cooperation Fund (DCF): 

· The program approach to the 2017-2021 programming cycle was approved.  Support is provided to projects in eighteen countries financed with seed funds in the amount of US$1,505,000 (AICD/JD/doc.164/18 - English - Español and AICD/JD/DE-112/17 - Español - English), which, as decided by CIDI in 2017 (CIDI/Doc.216/17 - Español - English), would support the three priority topics of the Inter-American Educational Agenda: 1) Quality, inclusive and equitable education, 2) Strengthening of the teaching profession, and 3) Comprehensive care for early childhood.  

· The MB/IACD received reports from the Secretariat on the financial status of the DCF (AICD/JD/doc.165/18 rev. 1 - Español - English). In response to the MB/IACD’s request, as of the date of writing the Secretariat is working with the Chair to prepare a more readily understandable balance sheet for the DCF, and is preparing a note to the Secretariat for Administration and Finance (SAF) requesting that it consider postponing collection of the ICR from the DCF’s 2017-2021 programs until the end of 2018, so as to give the MB/IACD more time to make a recommendation to CIDI for submission to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters (CAAP) through the Permanent Council.

2. Inter-American Cooperation Network (Cooperanet):

· The Secretariat reported on the current status of Cooperanet, and urged member states to populate it with their offers of cooperation and needs for cooperation. The MB/IACD set December 7, 2018 as the deadline for all areas of  SEDI to upload to Cooperanet all of their projects currently being executed (AICD/JD/DE-114/17- English - Español).

3. Preparations for the Second Specialized Meeting of CIDI of High-Level Authorities on Cooperation:

· Discussions began in the MB/IACD on the topics and structure proposed for the Specialized Meeting of High-Level Authorities on Cooperation, convened by CIDI to meet at OAS headquarters on September 6-7, 2018.
b. Nonpermanent Specialized Committees (CENPES)


The nonpermanent specialized committees (CENPES) are technical bodies that support CIDI in addressing specialized matters or developing specific aspects of inter-American cooperation in the priority cooperation areas indicated by the General Assembly. The functions and composition of the CENPES are defined in Articles 13 through 16 of the CIDI Statutes. 
Since the main work of the CENPES had thus far been to evaluate FEMCIDI projects, in the period covered by this report, no new CENPES were created.

c. Inter-American committees


The inter-American committees are bodies of CIDI established pursuant to Article 17 of the Statutes of CIDI and Article 77 of the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS) to lend continuity to the sectoral dialogue on partnership for development, follow up on the mandates of the Summits of the Americas in a given sector, and identify and promote multilateral cooperation initiatives. They comprise sectoral authorities at the policy-making and technical levels, accredited by each member state. 
1. Fourth regular meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Social Development (OAS headquarters, November 9 and 10, 2017). This meeting was convened as part of the Triennial Ministerial Cycle to evaluate the work that has been done in the area of social development and begin preparations for the Ministerial to be held in Guatemala in the second half of 2018. The delegation of Mexico was elected Chair, and the delegations of Paraguay and Guatemala as Vice Chairs to serve as the new officers of CIDES for the 2017-2020 term of office.  Final report: CIDI/CIDES/doc.9/17 - English - Español - Français - Português.
2. Inter-American Committee on Ports: The Executive Board of the CIP held its XVIII regular meeting in Bridgetown, Barbados on August 31, 2017, in order to follow up on the work that CIP had done in compliance with the Plan of Action of Montevideo, and to begin preparations for its regular meeting to be held in Mexico in August 2018. Final report: CECIP/doc.22/17 rev.1 – English - Español
d. Committee on Partnership for Development Policies

The Committee held thirteen formal meetings and five informal meetings. The following were the main tasks carried out during this period:

1. Monitored implementation of the Triennial Ministerial Cycle. Monitoring included regular presentations by the technical secretariats of the various ministerial processes on how they had been implementing the guidelines for preparation for and follow-up of ministerial decisions, as well as presentation of proposed documents and draft work plans agreed on by the sectoral authorities.  (For more details on the implementation of the Triennial Ministerial Cycle, see Section III) 

2. Revised the rules of procedure of: (i) the regular and special meetings of CIDI: (ii) sectoral meetings of CIDI at the level of ministers and high-level authorities; (iii) CIDI’s inter-American committees, in order to adjust their procedures to the Triennial Ministerial Cycle, and standardize the rules of procedure of the committees in a single set of rules of procedure for all committees.  Recommended to CIDI that it standardize the rules of procedure of the Inter-American Committees on Education, Science and Technology, Tourism, Social Development, Sustainable Development, and Culture, but because of the particular nature of the work of the Inter-American Committee on Ports, it was kept separate. A draft resolution to amend and/or derogate rules was presented to CIDI. 

3. Supported the preparations for the ministerial meetings of Inter-American Committees, and consider and approve, ad referendum to CIDI, any procedural matters there might be, such as preliminary proposals on the agenda and draft lists of guests.

4. Received and offered observations on the Secretariat’s report on implementation of the Triennial Ministerial Cycle. 

5. Examined and made recommendations to CIDI on the information supplementing the Four-Year Strategic Plan of the Organization for the development pillar (CP/doc.5268/17 rev. 1 Español - English). 

6. Preparations for the forty-eighth regular session of the General Assembly and negotiation of the draft resolutions that CIDI is recommending to the General Assembly and, in particular, negotiation of the omnibus resolution for the development pillar. It should be noted that the Committee reorganized the format of the draft resolution to reflect the strategic lines of action defined for the development pillar of the Four-Year Strategic Plan of the Organization.
It was decided that in order to make it easier to follow up on the work and not lose sight of the topics yet to be considered, the orders of business would include an additional agenda item listing the status of topics pending consideration by the Committee.  

e. Committee on Migration Issues

At the first meeting held on September 22, 2017, the CAM adopted its work plan for the 2017–2018 term (CIDI/CAM/doc.43/17 rev. 1 English  - Español), which was developed on the basis of the mandates received from the General Assembly and CIDI.
The CAM held nine formal meetings and four informal meetings. The most significant activities over this period were: 
1. Activities that recognized the contributions made by migrants to sustainable development both in their countries of origin and in the receiving countries, through thematic sessions that analyzed the data and information from different areas and regular distribution through social media, in an effort to help combat prejudice against and stigmatization of migrants.. This initiative gave rise to the media campaign “Migrants Count in the Americas” (CIDI/CAM/OD.41/17 - Español |English) 

2. Monitoring implementation of the “Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrant Persons, including Migrant Workers and their Families” [AG/RES. 2883 (XLVI-O/16) - Español - English - Français – Português], and organizing the CIDI meeting held on February 27, 2018 attended by program stakeholders in an effort to share information and good practices.  

3. The CAM helped construct the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration by referring resolution AG/RES. 2883 (XLVI-O/16), “Migration in the Americas”, to the negotiators of the Global Compact (the Permanent Representatives of Mexico and Switzerland to the United Nations) as the Hemisphere’s input and contribution to the process leading to adoption of the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration in 2018) (CIDI/CAM/INF.57/17 -  Español - English)
The following events were highlights of the technical meetings of the CAM: 

· Presentation by Mr. Alejandro Solano, Deputy Foreign Minister of Costa Rica, on the results of the High-Level Forum on the Situation of Irregular Migrant Flows in the Americas, held in San José, Costa Rica on September 12 and 13, 2018 - (CIDI/CAM/INF.60/17 - Español |English | Français | Português). 
· Launch of the media campaign “Migrants Count in the Americas” (CIDI/CAM/OD.41/17 - Español |English).  The event was attended by the Secretary General of the OAS and the Deputy Director General of the International Organization for Migration (IOM); panelists from the International Labor Organization (ILO), the Migration Policy Institute, and the migrant artist, Luis Gamarra, President of the Sonidos Bolivianos Foundation.
· Thematic session on “Socioeconomic Integration of Returned Migrants”  (CIDI/CAM/doc.50/17 -  Español |English | Français | Português), which was an opportunity to promote the exchange of experiences on the issue, and to examine the challenges facing the countries of origin. The presentations were made by the Regional Director of the IOM for Central America and the Caribbean; the Director General for Migrant Protection and Liaison of the National Migration Institute of Mexico, and the Alternate Representative of Colombia to the OAS, who discussed the Law on Return Migration (Law 1565 of 2012) implemented in his country.

· Thematic session on migrants’ contributions to their countries of origin, focusing on remittances and development issues (CIDI/CAM/doc.52/18 - Español |English | Français | Português), with presentations by the Pan American Development Foundation (PADF) and the Migration Unit of the World Bank. 

f. Committee on Program, Budget and Evaluation

The Committee on Program, Budget and Evaluation was reactivated after more than ten years. Pursuant to Article 57 of the Rules of Procedure for the regular and special meetings of CIDI, the Committee was tasked with examining and making recommendations to the regular meetings of CIDI on all matters in the Organization’s program budget relating to cooperation for development, and with analyzing the budgetary execution of the development cooperation activities.  The Committee thus held three formal meetings and one informal meeting.  Its main tasks were as follows:

1. Prior to the special session of the General Assembly on the budget, the Committee examined the proposed budget presented by the Secretariat, and analyzed the implications for the development pillar. One of the objectives of these initial meetings was to inform the delegations about the work that SEDI does vis-à-vis the funds allocated in the program-budget.

2. A report was presented during the first half of 2018 on execution of the 2018 program-budget appropriated to SEDI, and in particular on the staff members assigned or about to be hired to carry out the work under the five strategic lines of action of the development pillar of the Strategic Plan. 
g. Working Group to Analyze and Assess the Functioning of All OAS Scholarship and Training Programs (GTBECAS)

The Working Group to Analyze and Assess the Functioning of All OAS Scholarship and Training Programs was established by CIDI in resolution CIDI/RES. 316 (LXV-O/16) “Authorization for the Use of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs to Meet Fellowship Commitments and Establishment of a Partial Temporary Pause,” adopted at the meeting of December 13, 2016. 

That resolution established an immediate and temporary pause in the awarding of new graduate scholarships in 2017 in the framework of the Academic Scholarship Program, and established a Working Group of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) tasked with the analysis and assessment of the functioning of all OAS scholarships and training programs and to present to CIDI and the Permanent Council, before July 31, 2017, its recommendations and solutions to ensure the sustainability of those programs. 
GTBECAS decided to focus its analysis on the following programs: (i) OAS Academic Scholarship Program, (ii) Professional Development Scholarships Program (PDSP), (iii) the Partnerships Program for Education and Training (PAEC), and (iv) the Portal of the Americas, on the understanding that information would also be received on other initiatives and funds, such as the Capital Fund for OAS Fellowship, Scholarship, and Training Programs and the Leo S. Rowe Fund, as described in the proposed methodology presented by the Chair and enriched by the delegations (CIDI/GT/BECA-6/17 English – Español). 
GTBECAS has held eleven formal meetings and 22 informal meetings since June 2017, and divided its work into two phases:

1. Second half of 2017, the working group reached provisional recommendations on policies and mandates to guide implementation of the 2018 cycle of the Scholarship and Training Program while honoring the commitments entered into since 2016. The Working Group thus examined the functioning of the programs, policy guidelines were established to guide implementation, a number of mandates were given to SEDI, and the implications for the budget in 2018 and beyond of the current scholarships and the new ones to be awarded in 2018 were examined. CIDI accepted these provisional recommendations (CIDI/doc.239/17 Español - English - Français - Português), which did not prejudge the result of a final set of comprehensive recommendations.

2. In October 2017, based on the results of the survey of member states about their experiences with the programs (CIDI/GT/BECA-18/17 - Español - English), the Chair prepared some proposed comprehensive recommendations as the starting point for the discussions. This proposal was negotiated using a method proposed by the Acting Chair (CIDI/GT/BECA-27/18 - Español - English)

As at the date of this report, GTBECAS presented to CIDI for consideration a series of comprehensive recommendations and paragraphs for inclusion in the omnibus draft resolution (CIDI/GT/BECA-23/17 rev. 6 - Español - English - Français - Português and CIDI/GT/BECA-33/17 rev. 3 Español - English - Français - Português), which were adopted by CIDI.
h. Committee of the Capital Fund for the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs
Chair: 
Ambassador Lou-Anne Gaylene Gilchrist, Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines (elected chair by the committee on November 30, 2016)
Vice Chair: 
Delegation of Haiti

Current members: Brazil, Ecuador, Haiti, Mexico, and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines (Elected by CIDI at its sixty-first and sixty-second regular meetings held on August 30 and September 23, 2016)
The Statutes of the Fund provide that its sole purpose is “to establish and maintain an endowment for the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs”, and that its policies shall be consistent with the objectives, procedures, and practices of the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs to assist member states with their domestic efforts in pursuit of integral development goals by supporting human resource development in the priority areas established by the CIDI Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development in response to the Summits of the Americas and the General Assembly of the Organization.
The Committee held one formal meeting and three informal meetings during the year. Its principal tasks were as follows:

1. In response to the mandate in resolution AG/RES. 1 (LII-E/17) [operative paragraph III.A.6(e)], the Committee began to examine a recapitalization and investment plan for the Capital Fund, and to that end, studied the experiences of the OAS Retirement and Pension Fund and the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund.  

2. The Government of Chile’s contribution of US$250,000, made pursuant to the Cooperation Agreement between the General Secretariat of the OAS and the Chilean International Cooperation Agency (CIDI/COFOBEC/doc.36/18), was welcomed.  It was earmarked for capacity-building for professionals, government officials, experts and citizens of the countries of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM) via courses and certificate and diploma programs in disaster risk management and adaptation to climate change over the period 2018-2020. A Subfund was set up to manage this contribution (CIDI/CPD/doc.160/18 rev. 1 English - Español)
3. Received the financial report on the Fund as of December 31, 2017 (CIDI/COFOBEC/Doc.34/18 - English)

4. Since the Capital Fund has financed these programs in recent years, the Committee monitored the work closely and provided support to GTBECAS.
iii. REPORT ON IMPLEMENTATION OF THE TRIENNIAL MINISTERIAL CYCLE

In compliance with AG/RES. 2904 (XLVII-O/17), included below is the Secretariat report on progress in implementing the triennial ministerial cycle(CIDI/CPD/doc.169/18 English - Español - Français - Português)
1. BACKGROUND
In June 2017, the General Assembly, through resolution AG/RES. 2904 (XLVII-O/17), “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development,” adopted the Triennial Ministerial Cycle and a schedule of meetings for 2017-2022 (Annex 1) that applies to the following processes of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI): 
i. the Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the framework of CIDI; 

ii. the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor; 

iii. the Meeting of Ministers and High-level Authorities of Social Development within the framework of CIDI; 

iv. the Meeting of Ministers and High-level Authorities of Sustainable Development within the framework of CIDI; 

v. the Meeting of Ministers and Highest Authorities of Culture in the framework of CIDI; 

vi. the Meeting of Ministers and High-level Authorities of Science and Technology within the framework of CIDI; 

vii. the Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-level Authorities of Tourism; and 

viii. the Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-level Authorities on Cooperation. 

It bears noting that there are other meetings in addition to the processes listed that support the integral development priorities pursuant to the OAS Comprehensive Strategic Plan in the areas of energy; competitiveness; and micro, small, and medium-sized enterprises. 
The Triennial Ministerial Cycle (CIDI/doc.228/17: Español - English - Français - Português and CIDI/doc.228/17 add. 1 Español - English - Français - Português) has six stages and includes a number of guidelines on preparing meetings and documents therefor. 
CIDI charged the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies with following up on the appropriate implementation of the Triennial Ministerial Cycle, and the technical areas submitted regular reports and the preliminary document drafts. Furthermore, to streamline the preparation processes given that CIDI only has monthly meetings, the Committee adopted the lists of special invitees and observers and the preliminary draft agendas, subject to CIDI approval.

5. SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

1. POSITION OF THE PROCESSES IN THE MINISTERIAL CYCLE:

a. According to the information presented, the following processes are aligned with the Triennial Ministerial Cycle and their future meetings will fully follow the Cycle.

· Education

· Science and Technology

· Labor

· Tourism

· Social Development

b. For the cooperation ministerial process, the ministerial meeting will be held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C. (September 7-8), at which point it will align with the Cycle. Given that there is no inter-American committee, the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development should perform this function within the Cycle. 

c. For the culture ministerial process, a meeting has been scheduled for Barbados in 2018. Once that delegation presents its official hosting proposal, the preparatory process can be defined.

Taking into account that the Policy Committee will be considering the Work Plan agreed upon by the authorities of this ministerial process at the planning meeting held in Asunción, Paraguay in November 2017, if the host for the 2018 ministerial meeting is not formalized, it would be advisable to consider postponing the ministerial meeting and starting to implement the Work Plan. This would mean that the preparatory process for the next ministerial meeting would begin with the CIC meeting set for 2020.

d. A meeting has been scheduled for the sustainable development ministerial process in 2019. Since no meeting has been scheduled of the Inter-American Committee for Sustainable Development (CIDS), which evaluates the implementation of the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (PIDS) and analyzes possible topics for the ministerial meeting, and no formal hosting offers have been made, CIDI is advised to decide the right course of action to ensure an appropriate preparatory and consultation process. 

2. RULES OF PROCEDURE:  Pursuant to the General Assembly mandate, the Policy Committee considered and will be recommending to CIDI amendments to the following regulatory documents, in order to bring their regulations into line with the Triennial Ministerial Cycle:

a. Rules of procedure for CIDI regular and special meetings;

b. Rules of procedure for CIDI sectoral and specialized meetings of ministers and/or high-level authorities;

c. Rules of procedure of the CIDI Inter-American Committees, which will apply to the Inter-American Committees on Education, Science and Technology, Culture, Tourism, Social Development, and Sustainable Development.

It must be noted that the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) did not modify its rules of procedure: is the highest forum on port matters in the OAS framework, and has certain mechanisms that apply to it alone, such as its Executive Board (CECIP) and the Technical Consultative Committees. The states will decide if they wish to review the current CIP rules of procedure to determine if they contain parts that need to be brought into line with the other rules of procedure. 

3. DOCUMENTS:

a. Draft agenda and annotated agenda: Annotated agendas were prepared for the ministerial meetings held in 2017 and 2018 based on the guidelines. However, the annotated agenda was noted to contain many details and general concepts, making it difficult to negotiate. Because of this, the Policy Committee will recommend that CIDI return to the prior practice and adopt a draft agenda, which will be supplemented by an annotated agenda. This recommendation was set down in the draft rules of procedure that will be brought to CIDI for consideration.

b. Ministerial Plan of Action adopted and Work Plan prepared by the authorities and adopted in the Policy Committee: During the process there was confusion over the scope and differences between these documents; the first gave some guidelines on the priority work areas based on the Declaration, and the second included activities and a specific work schedule to put the ministerial agreements into practice. Despite the general confusion, it makes sense to move forward with implementing the Triennial Ministerial Cycle and its Guidelines before making any adjustments.

c. Ministerial Meeting Schedule: Over the years CIDI has kept a standard meeting schedule template, containing the various sessions, times, speakers, and documents to be considered. It would be worth it to consider modifying this template to additionally include the objectives and expected results of each session. This adjustment would mean that a comprehensive overview of the meeting would be provided in one single document.
