Organs and Agencies of the Inter-American System

Article 14 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIC indicates the following: 

The representatives of the organs and agencies of the inter-American system may attend plenary sessions of CIC and of subcommittees. They may speak at the meetings when they are invited to do so by the Chair.

Permanent Observers

Article 15 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIC indicates the following:

The permanent observers to the OAS may attend the meetings of CIC and its subcommittees. They may speak at meetings when invited to do so by the corresponding Chair.

Other Observers
Article 16 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIC indicates the following:

Observers to the meetings of CIC may also be sent by:

1. Governments of the Member States of the United Nations or its specialized agencies that have expressed an interest in attending, subject to prior authorization by CEPCIDI; 
2. Inter-American governmental entities and agencies of a regional or sub-regional nature that are not included among the organs and agencies of the OAS, subject to prior authorization by CEPCIDI;

3. Specialized agencies related to the United Nations or other international organizations, when so provided in their current agreements with the pertinent organs of the Organization or, in the absence of such agreements, subject to prior authorization by CEPCIDI.

The observers referred to in this article may speak in the meetings of CIC or its subcommittees when invited to do so by the Chair.

For the purposes of this article, the General Secretariat shall send the corresponding communications to delegates and the Permanent Missions.

Special Guests

Article 17 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIC indicates the following:
The Chair of CIC, with support from the General Secretariat, shall prepare a list of governmental and non-governmental national and international agencies and entities that have expressed interest in participating in a meeting of CIC, and of persons of recognized standing that CIC may wish to invite. The list shall be submitted to CEPCIDI for consideration. For each meeting, the host country's approval shall be required.

The special guests referred to in this article may address the meetings of CIC when invited to do so by the Chair.

Requests to attend the meetings of CIC as a special guest shall be submitted to the Chair, through the General Secretariat, at least 30 days prior to the meeting.

The General Secretariat, upon approval by CEPCIDI, shall issue the corresponding invitations for the purposes of this article.
