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DRAFT RESOLUTION

 CONVOCATION OF THE EIGHTH INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF
MINISTERS OF CULTURE AND HIGHEST APPROPRIATE AUTHORITIES 
(Presented by the delegation of Barbados)

THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN the Final Report of the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities (CIDI/REMIC-VII/doc.6/16) and the “Declaration of Asunción on Development in the Americas: Strengthening the Circulation of Cultural Goods and Services” (CIDI/REMIC-VII/DEC. 1/16 rev. 1);

HAVING SEEN resolution CIDI/RES. 329 (LXXIX-O/18): Convocation of the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities; 
HAVING SEEN the note from the Permanent Mission of Barbados, advising of the government decision to postpone the hosting of the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities to a later date (CIDI/CPD/INF. 2/18);

HAVING SEEN the note from the Permanent Mission of Barbados formalizing the offer by the Ministry of Creative Economy, Culture and Sports for that country to host the Eighth  Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI and its proposal for it to be held from September 19-20, 2019 (CIDI/INF.302/19); 
CONSIDERING:

That strengthening the creative economy and culture sector are critical to many countries in the Americas’ efforts to enhance culture’s contribution to sustainable development, and that safeguarding and promotion of culture contributes directly to many of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), including safe and sustainable cities, decent work and economic growth, reduced inequalities, the environment, promoting gender equality and peaceful and inclusive societies;

That cultural data and cultural satellite accounts are critical to measuring the sector’s economic contribution; while developing inter-sectoral links and enhancing the capacity of businesses and enterprises in the creative economy are important elements for sustainable economic growth; 

That in addition to economic value, cultural and creative sectors have the potential to strengthen cultural identity, cultural diversity and help build bridges between art, culture, business and technology; and 
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:
Resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,
RESOLVES:
1. To thank the Government of Barbados for its offer to host the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI. 
2. To convene the meeting for September 19 -20, 2019 in Bridgetown.
3. To urge the ministers and high-level authorities of culture in the member states to take part in the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities.
4. To instruct that, of the funds envisaged in Chapter 9, Subprogram 94F of the 2019 program-budget of the Organization, up to US$29,158.00 be allocated in accordance with the guidelines set down in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11). 
5. To instruct the General Secretariat to assist, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), with the preparation and organization of the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI and to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development on the preparatory process and the outcomes of said meeting.
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
