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DRAFT RESOLUTION 
(REGIONAL WATER RESOURCES COOPERATION)
(Presented by the Plurinational State of Bolivia at the regular session held on June 18, 2019)
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
PP1 
REAFFIRMING the Sustainable Development Goals, with emphasis on Goal 6 of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, “Clean Water and Sanitation”;
UNDERSCORING:
PP2
United Nations General Assembly resolutions A/RES/64/292 and A/RES/70/169, in which is recognized the right to safe and clean drinking water and sanitation as a human right that is essential for the full enjoyment of life; 
PP3
The launch, on March 22, 2018, of the International Decade for Action, "Water for Sustainable Development" (A/RES/71/222);
PP4
Resolutions AG/RES. 2391 (XXXVIII-O/08), AG/RES. 2760 (XLII-O/12), and AG/RES. 2780 (XLIII-O/13) of the General Assembly of the Organization of American States, regarding the increased availability of and access to drinking water and sanitation services, as well as reference to the human right to drinking water and sanitation and the promotion of integrated water resources management in the Americas;

Resolution AG/RES. 2904 (XLVII-O/17), “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development,” Section I. Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development: Policy Dialogue and Partnership for Development Cooperation: “Integrated water resource management” and “Water and sustainable development,” in which it is ensured that cooperation at all levels and the promotion of water projects in countries of the Americas that especially emphasize capacity-building, will strengthen sustainable water management through dialogue, experience-sharing, and best practices; and
PP6
RECOGNIZING the need to support and strengthen adequate participation by all parties involved in prevention, and improved management of and cooperation with regard to water resources and drinking water and sanitation services, taking into account each country’s specific conditions and legal frameworks, and that there is no single approach that applies to all situations,
RESOLVES:
OP1
To invite the member states to step up policy dialogue at the highest level to promote and strengthen the water agenda in the Americas at the regional and international levels, in the framework of cooperation to improve management, conservation, prevention, and sustainable water use, as well as the pacific settlement of disputes that may arise in its management. 
OP2
To promote and lend continuity to initiative and projects the aim of which is the universalization of water and sanitation services within each country’s jurisdictions, ensuring that all sectors of the population, including the most vulnerable, effectively enjoy the human right of access to clean and safe water.
OP3
To strengthen dialogue, consensus-building, and the sharing of best practices with a view to achieving adequate prevention with regard to, management of, and cooperation in, the area of water resources.

OP4
To urge the member states to apply pacific settlement procedures to disputes that may arise in water resources management.

OP5
To instruct the Department of Sustainable Development, through the Integrated Water Resources Management section, to continue strengthening cooperation and the sharing of technical information among countries.
OP6
To request the General Secretariat to explore the possibility of implementing at the highest level a Hemispheric Dialogue on Water Resources Cooperation.
OP7
To request the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to report to the General Assembly at its fiftieth regular session on the implementation of this resolution, and of resolution AG/RES 2904 (XLVII-O/17) in its subsections “Integrated water resource management” and “Water and sustainable development.”
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� Submitted by the Delegation of Bolivia at a meeting of the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies, with the classification CIDI/CPD/doc.184/19, for referral to the General Assembly at its forty-ninth regular session. The Committee concluded that despite the importance of the topic, there was not much time for its discussion. The Delegation of Bolivia decided to send it directly to CIDI at its regular meeting held on June 18, 2019. Finally, the delegation withdrew the proposal, based on recommendations from delegations regarding the importance of future discussions being held on the subject, with a view to forwarding the proposal to the General Assembly in 2020.
