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I. INTRODUCTION
According to its Statutes, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) is an organ of the Organization of American States (OAS) that reports directly to the General Assembly and has decision-making power in matters of partnership for integral development. It is also a forum for inter-American dialogue on issues of hemispheric interest related to such matters.

The purpose of CIDI is to promote partnership for development among the member states of the OAS for the furtherance of their integral development and, in particular, to help eliminate poverty. It achieves its objectives through the implementation of the Strategic Plan for Integral Development. 
Pursuant to Article 3 of its Statutes, CIDI shall have the following functions and powers:  
a. To formulate and recommend the Strategic Plan to the General Assembly; 
b.
To formulate proposals for strengthening inter-American dialogue on integral development;  
c.
To promote, coordinate and oversee execution of the Strategic Plan;  
d.
To convene regular meetings of the Council at the ministerial or equivalent level; regular monthly meetings; special meetings; and sectoral or specialized meetings; 
e.
To propose to the General Assembly the holding of specialized conferences in their respective areas of competence to deal with special technical matters or to develop specific aspects of inter-American cooperation; to convene them in urgent cases, in accordance with the provisions of resolution AG/RES. 85 (II-O/72); and to coordinate, when appropriate, the holding of these specialized conferences in the framework of specialized or sectoral meetings of CIDI;  
f.
To promote cooperative relations with the corresponding United Nations agencies and with other national and international bodies, particularly as regards coordination of inter-American technical cooperation programs; 
g.
To adopt the policies and general guidelines which the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) should follow in carrying out the cooperation activities of the IACD. 

h.
To convene high-level meetings and seminars to study problems related to development and identify efforts that could be undertaken in the CIDI framework, including those resulting from the application of Article 37 of the Charter of the Organization of American States;
i.
To periodically evaluate the execution of cooperation activities with a view to adopting decisions it finds appropriate for their improvement and for the most efficient use of funds, and report to the General Assembly; 
j.
To coordinate and organize the activities of the subsidiary bodies of CIDI;  
k.
To establish mechanisms for consultation and dialogue between CIDI’s regular and special meetings and the inter-American committees; 
l.
To receive, analyze, and take action on the reports and recommendations of its subsidiary bodies, as well as on the reports of other organs entrusted with the execution of CIDI projects; 
m.
To elect the members of the Management Board of the IACD; 
n.
To adopt criteria for the allocation of additional resources mobilized by the IACD for which the donor has not specified purposes and limitations; 
o.
To approve the Rules of Procedure of the Management Board of the IACD and amendments thereto;  
p.
To approve guidelines, policies, and priorities, on its own initiative or as recommended by the IACD, for the preparation, adoption, and execution of the program budget of the IACD;  
q.
To consider and, as appropriate, approve the annual budget of the IACD proposed by the Management Board;
r.
To participate in the preparation of the program-budget of the Organization in the area of cooperation; 
s.
To instruct the General Secretariat and SEDI regarding the execution of tasks and support activities for the fulfillment of the mandates and functions assigned to CIDI; 
t.
To approve or refer to other organs, as appropriate, proposals from the IACD for amending the rules and regulations relating to the personnel, budget, operations, and administration of the IACD; 
u.
To authorize special budgetary appropriations from the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) to address unforeseen situations or activities, and identify the source of the necessary resources, in accordance with Article 96 of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat; and 
v.
To fulfill, in addition to the functions established by these Statutes, such other functions as may be entrusted to it by the Charter of the Organization of American States and other inter-American instruments, the General Assembly, and the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, as envisaged at in its Article 70, and to make recommendations in its area of authority. 

In order to address the recent mandates from the General Assembly, this Work Plan proposes a schedule of regular meetings, mindful at the same time that during the period additional matters could be considered in accordance with the functions and powers outlined above and that the aforementioned functions are also performed through the sectoral and specialized meetings that take place within the framework of CIDI. 

The operation of regular meetings of CIDI shall be governed by the Rules of Procedure for Regular and Special Meetings of CIDI, document CIDI/doc.257/18.

II. OFFICERS

In keeping with the rules applicable to regular meetings of CIDI, from July to December 2019 the Permanent Representative of Guatemala, Ambassador Rita Claverie Díaz de Sciolli, will serve as Chair and the Permanent Representative of Mexico, Ambassador Luz Elena Baños Rivas, as Vice Chair. 

III. WORKING METHODS

With a view to making the regular meetings of CIDI a more attractive, dynamic, and results-oriented deliberation forum, thematic sessions will be scheduled. They will foster active participation by the member state delegations. Each session will also include participation by experts and technicians from both the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development and other areas of the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States as necessary, as well as experts and technicians from other specialized organizations, academia, and independent experts.

Sessions will begin with member state representatives making presentations on the meeting topic. These presentations are expected to provide information about the actual experience in executing current projects in their countries and the challenges encountered in pursuing the objectives identified, if applicable. Guest experts will be asked to comment on the challenges experienced by states, share successful regional and international experiences to address them, and try to identify common points to address the gaps.

The Chair is of the view that with solid bases coming from the productive deliberations, the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development will identify specific areas in which member states need collaboration and, against the backdrop of the mandates approved and the current Strategic Plan, may more efficiently provide member states with support for fulfilling national, regional, and international goals and for facilitating cooperation and sharing of experiences among states to bring about inclusive and sustainable economic, social, and human development in the Hemisphere.

IV. MANDATES
Pursuant to Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States, at its meeting on August 8, 2019, approved the “Distribution of Mandates Assigned by the General Assembly at its Forty-Ninth Regular Session and Other Previous Sessions,” CP/doc.5545/19 rev. 1, whereby the member states decided to assign CIDI to follow up on and implement mandates contained in the following resolutions adopted by the General Assembly (Appendix 1):
1. AG/RES. 2939 (XLIX-O/19)
Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development

The member states also decided that CIDI and the Permanent Council should jointly follow up on the mandates from the following resolutions:

2. AG/RES. 2933 (XLIX-O/19)
Increasing and Strengthening the Participation of Civil Society and Social Actors in the Activities of the Organization of American States and in the Summits of the Americas Process (paragraph 2)
3. AG/RES. 2945 (XLIX-O/19)
Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach (paragraphs 72 and 81)
In order to address the issues that the General Assembly had entrusted to CIDI, six (6) meetings are scheduled to be held between August and December 2019 (Appendix 2). 

Lastly, this Work Plan ought to serve as a general framework for CIDI’s work from August to December 2019, during which period it may include such changes as are agreed upon by the Council or which may be necessary for updating it as mandates are fulfilled or as specific proposals arise for addressing a critical issue that could not be foreseen and which must be addressed.
