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REPAYMENT OF THE LOAN TO THE CAPITAL FUND FROM THE OAS SCHOLARSHIP AND TRAINING PROGRAMS FUNDS AND ITS EFFECTS ON THE OAS SCHOLARSHIP AND TRAINING PROGRAMS

(Document prepared by the Department of Human Development, Education and Employment and updated by the Secretariat of Administration and Finance in the wake of the forty-fifth special session of the General Assembly held October 30, 2013)

For the period 2009–2013, the budget of the OAS Scholarship and Training Programs shows a decrease, resulting in a reduction in the number of scholarships awarded through the OAS Academic Scholarship Program (Regular Program). Based on the proposed 2014 budget, the OAS Academic Scholarship Program will have funding for less than one graduate scholarship per member state. The annual budget not only finances new scholarship awards in the corresponding year but is also utilized to fund the remaining portion of active scholarships awarded in previous years, considering that academic scholarships are generally awarded for up to two academic years.
