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REPORT BY THE CHAIR OF THE CIDI WORKING GROUP TO STRENGTHEN CIDI AND ITS ORGANS ON THE PROGRESS MADE WITH THE INSTRUCTION OF PRESENTING TO CIDI ITS RECOMMENDATIONS TOWARD ESTABLISHING A FINAL OPERATIONAL STRUCTURE FOR FEMCIDI
(Presented at the regular meeting of CIDI held on December 10, 2013)

The Chair of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI herewith presents, for the consideration and information of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), the following report on the work carried out by the Working Group in pursuit of the mandate issued by the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly, held in Antigua, Guatemala, to “submit its recommendations to CIDI with a view to having in place a final operational structure for FEMCIDI.”
1. During the months of October through December 2013, at formal meetings of the Working Group and informal consultations with the Chair, the Working Group examined the “Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI,” document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13.

2. Based on the procedure suggested by the Chair, the delegations were able to present comments and/or observations in writing, and such remarks were received from the following delegations:  Costa Rica, Argentina, Mexico, Colombia, United States, Barbados, and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. Those comments are included, for reference purposes and future consideration, as an annex to this report.

3. Using the comments received in writing and those expressed at the meetings of October 31 and November 8 and 26, the Chair of the Working Group, with the support of the Secretariat, made a series of adjustments and modifications to the original version of the proposal, which allowed the inclusion of the delegations’ specific interests and comments. The analysis and negotiation exercise concluded with the “Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI,” document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13 rev. 3 of November 27, 2013.

4. Based on that exercise and in order to comply with the mandate handed down by the General Assembly and with the established deadlines, the Chair proposed the following course of action:

a. To report to CIDI, at its regular meeting of December 10, on the progress made with examining the “Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI.”
b. To propose a draft resolution to CIDI (CIDI/GT/doc.108/13) including, within its substantive provisions, the recognition of the Working Group’s recommendations for adapting the structure of FEMCIDI, together with those presented by the delegations of the member states (included in the annexes hereto).

c. In addition, based on those recommendations, the Secretariat is instructed to prepare and present to GTFORCIDI, prior to March 31, 2014, a proposal for the necessary amendments to the FEMCIDI Statutes, to the document “Criteria for Presentation, Selection, and Evaluation of Cooperation Projects,” and to any other regulatory document of CIDI and/or the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the OAS General Secretariat in order to adopt FEMCIDI’s new operational structure. 
d. The draft resolution also includes an instruction to GTFORCIDI for the proposed amendments identified in the previous paragraph to be adopted by May 15, 2014.

e. For the implementation of the first programming cycle under the new structure, CIDI is instructed to adopt the objective, programs, and activities by no later than September 30, 2014.

5. The Chair reminded the delegations that through the adopted course of action, although progress is being made on the basis of a general agreement on the concept of the proposal for FEMCIDI’s restructuring, it cannot be considered approved as yet:  the adoption of the proposal, as a whole, will take place once the delegations have examined the proposed amendments to the FEMCIDI Statutes and to the document “Criteria for Presentation, Selection, and Evaluation of Cooperation Projects,” which will deal with, inter alia, the details on the operation and implementation of the Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI.

6. The Chair also notes that while they did not oppose following the suggested course of action, at the meeting of December 3, 2013, the delegations of Argentina, Colombia, and Venezuela said they were still consulting with their capitals regarding the recommendations contained in document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13 rev. 3 of November 27, 2013.
