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I.
Installation of the Committee and officers
The Committee on Migration Issues (CAM), recently established by resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12), was installed at the regular meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development held on August 27, 2013, on which date, Ms. Paola Riveros, Alternate Representative of Mexico to the OAS, was elected Chair of the Committee by acclamation. The election of Ms. Wendy J. Acevedo, Alternate Representative of El Salvador to the OAS, as Vice Chair was held in the context of the first meeting of the CAM, which took place in September of this year.

II.
ACTIVITIES UNDERTAKEN

Pursuant to the mandates entrusted to the Committee by resolution AG/RES. 2777 (XLIII-O/13) “Strengthening the Topic of Migration in the OAS,” adopted by the OAS General Assembly on June 5, 2013, the CAM has carried out the following activities since its installation:

· At the first meeting of the CAM, held on September 23, 2013, the Chair presented the Committee's draft work plan for 2013-2014. The Committee approved both the participation of the Chair in the second High-level Dialogue on International Migration and Development, held at the United Nations in New York, on October 3 and 4, 2013; and the creation of the Working Group on the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and Their Families, which is chaired by Ms. Wendy J. Acevedo, Vice Chair of the CAM.
· On October 3 and 4, 2013, as agreed, the Chair of the CAM took part in the second High-Level Dialogue on International Migration and Development, the theme of which was "Identifying concrete measures to strengthen coherence and cooperation at all levels, with a view to enhancing the benefits of international migration for migrants and countries alike and its important links to development, while reducing its negative implications.” The event was attended by ministers, government representatives, permanent observers—including the OAS, through the CAM, and United Nations special mechanisms and agencies. The resolution adopted at the event included, among other important aspects, a commitment by the member states to include the issue of migration in the design of the post-2015 development agenda.

· Furthermore, on October 21, 2013, the CAM held a meeting to present the results of the Dialogue to the delegations; hear a presentation from the OAS Department of Economic and Social Development on the identification of effective mechanisms to facilitate sustainable funding for the report on the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration for the Americas (SICREMI); listen to the opinions of the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights (IIDH) and the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) on the Inter-American Program; and present the Diagnostic Assessment Form for OAS Member states on said Program.

· The CAM also met on November 22, 2013, to hear a presentation from the Department of Economic and Social Development on the process of defining the post-2015 development agenda and the space being allotted to the migration issue in the preparations for that agenda; to receive a document from the Chair entitled "Migration in the Americas and the Post-2015 Development Agenda," which aims to identify general and balanced inputs that, based on factual data and the consensus already reflected in OAS resolutions, could be used by the member states during the negotiations on the aforementioned agenda to support the inclusion of the migration issue therein; and to listen to the views of the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) on the Inter-American Program.

· Finally, the CAM held a short meeting on December 3, 2013, to adopt its work plan and the Diagnostic Assessment Form for OAS Member States on the Inter-American Program. However, for lack of the statutory quorum, it was not possible to achieve those aims and, therefore, with the permission of the Chair, it is respectfully requested that at the end of the presentation of this report consideration be given to the possibility of the delegations adopting both documents.
III.
ACTIVITIES LOOKING FORWARD TO THE 2014 GENERAL ASSEMBLY
The Committee on Migration Issues has five basic tasks to complete before the next General Assembly, which have been included in its draft work plan:

· Provide member states with inputs to ensure that the linkage between migration and development is taken into account in the post-2015 development agenda;

· Jointly identify activities to be assigned to the CAM and set them down in a CAM agenda for the future;

· Determine the future path of the Inter-American Program based on the inputs gathered; 

· Work with the Secretariat to identify effective mechanisms to facilitate sustainable funding for the SICREMI; and

· Adopt the relevant draft resolution.
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
