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DRAFT RESOLUTION
CONVOCATION OF THE NINTH REGULAR MEETING OF THE 
INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS  
(Presented by the delegation of Peru)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CIDI),
HAVING SEEN the Final Report of the Eighth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) (CIDI/CIP/doc.16/13);
CONSIDERING:
That the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) is a Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) established by resolution AG/RES. 1573 (XXVIII-0/98), in accordance with Articles 93 and 77 of the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS) and Articles 5 and 15 of the Statutes of CIDI;
That it is composed of the highest national government authorities for the port sector and its purpose is to serve as a permanent inter-American forum for member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) to strengthen hemispheric cooperation for port sector development, with the active participation and collaboration of the private sector;

That the High-level Port Authorities adopted the Declaration of Cartagena [CIDI/CIP/DEC. 1 (VIII-O/13)], in which it was resolved, inter alia, to strengthen high-level dialogue for the promotion of competitiveness in the port sector and to promote hemispheric cooperation on port issues through institutional and technical capacity-building and the sharing of experiences, in order to facilitate advancement of the national agendas of member states. It was decided to strengthen the participation of landlocked countries and the incorporation of navigation on inland waterways as fundamental routes for international trade in the central regions of the Hemisphere. It was also decided to promote public policies and the establishment of strategic partnerships, in which the private sector is included in order to have port, maritime, and terrestrial infrastructure that is economically and environmentally sustainable, in accordance with the new challenges posed by international trade. Furthermore, the Secretariat was instructed, inter alia, to continue its work to facilitate the modernization of the CIP’s operational capacity and, in that connection, to develop strategies for improvement in order to contribute to the implementation of the Action Plan of Cartagena; and to broaden efforts to strengthen public-private partnerships as a means to enrich inter-American port dialogue;
That the High-level Port Authorities also adopted the Action Plan of Cartagena “Innovative and Competitive Ports for Sustainable Economic Development with Social Inclusion in the Americas” [CIDI/CIP/PA. 1 (VIII-O/13)], which establishes as objectives:  to advance toward the development of innovative and competitive ports to ensure sustainable development with social inclusion in the Americas; to strengthen inter-American port dialogue; to coordinate hemispheric cooperation and public-private partnerships; and to contribute the CIP's capacity-building program.
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That Article 5 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIP provides that the Committee shall hold a regular meeting at least every two years; 

That Article 9 of those Rules of Procedure establishes that CIDI shall convene a regular meeting of the Committee once it has been informed by the Chair of the Executive Board of the agreed place and date for the meeting; and 
Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS”; and 
HAVING SEEN the note from the Permanent Mission of Peru to the Organization of American States, which requests, on behalf of the National Port Authority, in its capacity as Chair of the Executive Board of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), the convocation of the ninth regular meeting of the CIP, to be held at the headquarters of the OAS in Washington, D.C., from June 18 to 20, 2014 (CIDI/INF.52/14), 
RESOLVES:
1.
To convene the ninth regular meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) on June 19 and 20, 2014, at the headquarters of the Organization of American States, in Washington, D.C.  The meeting will be held after the Forum on Successful Experiences, scheduled for June 18.  
2.
To urge member states to participate in said meeting by sending their highest port officials.
3.
To establish that funds provided for under Chapter 8, Subprogram 83G of the 2014 program-budget of the Organization be allocated up to US$33,558 for organizing the ninth regular meeting of the CIP, to be held on June 19 and 20, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11) for the preparation and holding of meetings of inter-American committees and ministerial meetings in the framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI). The Forum on Successful Experiences will be financed with CIP funds.
4.
To instruct the General Secretariat to assist, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), with the preparations and organization of the ninth regular meeting of the CIP, and to report to CIDI on its outcomes.
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
