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SPECIFIC FUNDS: COMPARISON OF THEIR PROVISIONS ON THE USE OF CONTRIBUTIONS
[Document requested at the CAJP meeting of April 8, 2010, in connection with the topic “Consideration of the draft Rules of Procedure for the Working Group to Examine the Periodic Reports of the States Parties to the Protocol of San Salvador (CP/CAJP-2791/09)”]

At the regular meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on April 8, 2010, the states asked the General Secretariat to prepare a comparison of the provisions of the Organization’s various specific funds with respect to the discretion given to donors to determine the use of their contributions.  This document provides a comparison of the most relevant funds. 
Proposed Fund:  Protocol of San Salvador:
The draft Rules of Procedure for the Protocol of San Salvador contains the following provision on the use of contributions:
/
· Contributors to the Fund may, expressly and in writing, specify what their contributions are to be used for. (Article 2.1)
Fund:  Oliver Jackman 
A similar provision regarding the use of contributions is in effect for the Oliver Jackman Fund:
/
· Contributions shall be distributed in equal parts to the Oliver Jackman Fund of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the Oliver Jackman Fund of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, except when donors indicate, specifically and in writing, the destination of their contributions, or when the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights agree in writing on a different distribution in the case of contributions by donors who have not expressed a preference regarding the destination of said contributions. (Article 3.3)
Fund:  Persons with disabilities
The fund for persons with disabilities also has a similar provision on the use of contributions:
/
· Contributors to the Fund may specify, expressly or in writing, the purpose of their contributions. (Article 2.1)
Fund:  Indigenous peoples
There are other specific funds that give contributors similar prerogatives, including the Fund for indigenous peoples:
/
· Contributors to the Specific Fund may specify that their contributions may also be used to finance other activities of the Working Group or participation in its meetings by experts on indigenous issues. (Operative paragraph 3)
Fund:  FEMCIDI
Another example of a specific fund that gives donors another kind of prerogative is FEMCIDI, whose Statutes provide the following, inter alia:
/
· The member states . . . may also make special contributions or grants to specific funds and trust funds. (Article 3)
· Member states may assign their voluntary pledges to the Integral Development Account and/or to one or several Sectoral Accounts, in the proportions that each contributing member state decides, within the established deadlines. (Article 8)
Other funds
Other funds exist, including the following, for which there are no provisions on the use of the donors’ contributions:
· Fund for civil society participation;

· CICAD fund.
