OPERATIVE PARAGRAPH 9
To encourage the member states to contribute to the Trust Fund to benefit victims of crimes within the jurisdiction of the International Criminal Court, and the families of such victims, and to encourage as well as to the Trust Fund to facilitate for the participation of developing and least developed countries, with a view to facilitating their participation both at the Assembly of States Parties and at the Review Conference of the Rome Statute.

RECOGNIZING the importance of the first Review Conference of the Rome Statute, being held from May 31 to June 11, 2010, in Kampala, Uganda, in bringing about {ensuring the integrity and} the strengthening and universal applicability of that international instrument and in strengthening the effectiveness of the International Criminal Court; [new]

OPERATIVE PARAGRAPH 10

To invite To urge the member states to participate actively and constructively in the work of the Assembly of States Parties Review Conference, as states parties or observers, as appropriate, with the purpose of, among others, stepping up discussions and adopting concrete decisions on the subjects that will be considered before and during by the Review Conference, in particular the definition of the crime of aggression, {and conditions for} as well as in exercising the {jurisdiction of the Court in accordance with Article 5.2 of the Statute in order to ensure the integrity of the Rome Statute and strengthening of the International Criminal Court; and also to urge the member states to participate actively in the} international criminal justice evaluation exercise. and thus ensuring the integrity of the Rome Statute and the strengthening of the International Criminal Court.
