Preambular paragraph PP 7 bis
RECOGNIZING that, in their important work, the organs of the inter-American human rights system, in particular the IACHR, have been unable to free themselves from the ties of the past in which they conceive of that work as a means of pressure against states and in which their actions have been vitiated on occasions where political prejudice and bias have prevailed over a genuine interest in promoting and protecting human rights in the countries of the Hemisphere;
Operative paragraph OP 4 bis
Reaffirming the importance of respect for the purposes and principles of the Charter of the Organization of American States as key factors in integrating the countries of the Americas without exclusions of any type, in which democracy and human rights are not again sacrificed to strategic, political, economic, or military interests.
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
