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DRAFT RESOLUTION
FIRST WORLD PEOPLE’S CONFERENCE ON 
CLIMATE CHANGE AND MOTHER EARTH RIGHTS 
(Presented by the delegation of Bolivia)

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

CONSIDERING:
That the OAS has adopted resolutions to support efforts by member states on the issue of climate change, including AG/RES. 1674 (XXIX-O/99), “Climate Change in the Americas,” AG/RES. 1736 (XXX-O/00), “The Socioeconomic and Environmental Impacts of Climate Change on the Countries of the Hemisphere,” and AG/RES. 1821 (XXXI-0/01), “The Socioeconomic and Environmental Impacts of Climate Change on the Countries of the Hemisphere”;
That the United Nations (UN) General Assembly adopted resolution 63/278, on April 22, 2009, designating April 22 as International Mother Earth Day and recognizes that Mother Earth is a common expression for the planet earth in a number of countries and regions, which reflects the interdependence that exists among human beings, other living species, and the planet that we all inhabit;
That the Sixteenth Conference of the Parties (COP 16) to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and the Sixth Meeting of the Parties (COP-MOP 16) to the Kyoto Protocol will be held in the city of Cancún from November 29 to December 10, 2010;
That the town of Tiquipaya, Cochabamba (Bolivia) hosted the first World People’s Conference on Climate Change and Mother Earth Rights, from April 19 to 22, 2010, with the participation of representatives of governments, indigenous peoples, civil society, youth, and social movements, among others.

RESOLVES:
1. To call on OAS member countries to actively participate in the Sixteenth Conference of Parties (COP 16) to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and in the Sixth Meeting of Parties (COP-MOP 16) to the Kyoto Protocol, to be held in Cancún from November 29 to December 10, 2010.
2. To urge member states, permanent observers, international organizations, regional and subregional organizations, civil society organizations, and social movements to reflect on, examine, and discuss the conclusions arising from the First People’s World Conference on Climate Change and Mother Earth Rights, during the processes that will culminate in the Cancún meetings.
3. To request the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to report to the General Assembly, at its next session, on the implementation of this resolution.
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
