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The Permanent Mission of Costa Rica to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the Secretariat of the General Committee, with reference to the draft resolution entitled “Prevention and Eradication of Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Smuggling of and Trafficking in Minors,” presented by the Mission of Uruguay.

This Mission has been instructed to request that the following text be included as a new operative paragraph 9 (bis): “To promote among the member states the adoption and implementation of protocols for the repatriation of minors who are victims of trafficking, defining the procedures to be followed by governments as guarantors of the best interest of the child, based on principles enshrined in domestic and international law.”
The Permanent Mission of Costa Rica avails itself of this opportunity to convey to the Secretariat of the General Committee the renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
