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The Permanent Mission of Peru to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the Chair of the General Committee, and has the honor to refer to the draft resolution, “Prevention and Eradication of Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Smuggling of and Trafficking in Minors,” presented by the distinguished delegation of Uruguay.


Peru is particularly concerned about the issue of child victims of the phenomena that the Uruguayan draft addresses, given this group’s particular risk of contracting HIV/AIDS.


In an effort to complement and strengthen the aforementioned draft resolution, the delegation of Peru is therefore kindly requesting that the following paragraph be included in the operative part:

9 ter: “To urge the member states to establish and, where appropriate, strengthen, programs for comprehensive and inter-disciplinary care for child victims of commercial sexual exploitation, smuggling, and trafficking, especially those that have contracted HIV/AIDS, as measures to be considered in order to mitigate its varied consequences.”

The Permanent Mission of Peru avails itself of this opportunity to convey to the Chair of the General Committee the renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
