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The Department of International Law hereby submits to the Working Group for consideration the current status of the Specific Fund to Support Preparation of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (hereafter the Specific Fund). 

This year, the Fund received one contribution from Nicaragua in the sum of $3,229.81.  In addition, two contributions from Mexico have been credited, one for $16,304.34 as a donation presented in 2009 and another, for $18,203.88, which was delivered by Mexico in September 2011. 

The status of the Specific Fund to date is thus $56,639.47, based on funding offered by the following countries:
