INTRODUCTION

In keeping with the mandate from the General Assembly set forth in resolution AG/RES. 2565 (XL-O/10), the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus was held at OAS headquarters, January 18 to 20, 2011.  Presiding over the plenary was the Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Guillermo Cochez, Permanent Representative of Panama to the OAS.  Some 131 participants were in attendance; 69 of these were representing the indigenous peoples organized in the Conclave.
The Department of International Law is submitting to the consideration of the Working Group to prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (GT/DADIN, hereinafter the Working Group), a report on the expenditures associated with the Conclave Meetings held from January 15 to 17, 2011 and those held during the XIII Meeting of Negotiations.  This report also concerns the current state of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.
2. NOTICE OF CONVOCATION AND REGISTRATION OF CANDIDACIES

On behalf of the Office of the Chair of the Working Group, in October 2010 the Department of International Law of the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States issued a notice of convocation for participation in the XIII Meeting of Negotiations. 

This convocation was circulated among the member states through the OAS offices in the member states and through the Department of International Law’s database of indigenous peoples, which has grown in recent years thanks to the contacts made through activities conducted by the Department and funded by the Government of Spain under the project on “Promotion for Participation and Human Rights of the Indigenous Peoples of the Americas.” 

In order to ensure the effective participation of the representatives of the indigenous peoples, the Department of International Law proposed October 29, 2010, as the deadline for submitting the candidacies of the indigenous representatives.  By that deadline, 96 candidacies had been received, corresponding to organizations in 27 member states. 

No candidacies were received from the following 7 countries:  Antigua and Barbuda; the Bahamas; Grenada; Haiti; Jamaica; Saint Kitts and Nevis, and Saint Lucia.

3.
SelecTION OF INDIGENOUS REPRESENTATIVES 

The Selection Board of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples met on November 1, 2010 to consider and approve the list of indigenous representatives and leaders who, as beneficiaries of that Specific Fund, would participate in the Meeting of Negotiations and in the meeting of the Indigenous Conclave of the Americas. 

The members of the Specific Fund’s Selection Board were as follows:  the Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Guillermo Cochez, Permanent Representative of Panama to the OAS, and the regional representatives, who were contacted by phone:  Jaime Arias, Representative for South America; Carlos Chex, Representative for Central America, Charles Williams, Representative for the Caribbean, and Rex Lee Jim, Representative for North America.  The Vice Chair and Secretary of the Working Group were also present on the Board.  The Selection Board’s meeting was organized by the Department of International Law, which serves as the Working Group’s Technical Secretariat. 

Under the terms of OAS Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 873 (1459/04), which governs the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, after considering all the candidacies that the indigenous organizations of the OAS member states had presented, the Board selected 31 representatives. 

The Selection Board began by selecting one indigenous representative per country.  Then, based on the density of the indigenous population, it proceeded to select a second representative in the case of the following countries:  Bolivia; Ecuador, Guatemala, and Peru.  As only one candidate from Brazil was nominated, the Selection Board made an exception and selected a second indigenous representative from the United States in place of a second candidate from Brazil.
At that same meeting, it was decided that in keeping with past practices the Specific Fund would cover the expenses of the indigenous members of the Selection Board, namely: 

1. Jaime Arias, Colombia, Representative for South America; 

2. Carlos Chex, Guatemala, Representative for Central America;

3. Charles Williams, Dominica, Representative for the Caribbean, and 

4. Rex Lee Jim, Arizona, U.S., Representative for North America.

Of the 35 persons who were to be beneficiaries of the Specific Fund, three persons cancelled their attendance:  Charles Williams of Dominica and representative for the Caribbean, who canceled for health reasons; Miriam Miranda of Honduras, who canceled because of political persecution; and Antolin Huascar Flores of Peru, who canceled for personal reasons.  Unfortunately, the airlines did not reimburse the money spent to purchase the airfares of these last two persons.
It should be pointed out that although none of the participants whose expenses were to be paid out of the Specific Fund had visas to enter the United States, they were ultimately able to obtain visas thanks to the mutual cooperation of the United States Mission and the Department of International Law.  It is important to note that beneficiary Rex Lee Jim, indigenous representative for North America, had his hotel expenses paid through his indigenous organization.

The OAS’ Department of International Law prepared Informative Bulletin No. 18 to report the Selection Board’s decision.  The bulletin was sent by e-mail to all the indigenous organizations and peoples who nominated their representatives as beneficiaries of the Specific Fund.  Individual letters of invitation were sent to each beneficiary indigenous organization and representative and included information and documents to facilitate participation in the Meeting.

Similarly, the OAS Department of International Law prepared Informative Bulletin 
No. 19, with the logistical details on the Meeting, United States’ entry requirements, 
directions for getting into and out of Washington, D.C., climate, registration of participants, 
the languages of the Meeting and its working documents.  That bulletin was widely circulated.  
At the web site of the Department of International Law, http://www.oas.org/DIL/indigenous_peoples_Negotiations_XIII_Meeting_of_Negotiations.htm a section was devoted to this Meeting of Negotiations, where detailed information was made available concerning the process of negotiating the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.  It also features the informative bulletins, the procedures, the current status of the Declaration and the main documents of the process in general and of the Meeting in particular.
4.
EXPENDITURES FOR THE XIII MEETING OF NEGOTIATIONS

The presence of the indigenous representatives at OAS headquarters from January 14 through 20 (the closing date of the meeting of negotiations) cost a total of US$76,840.07.  That figure also includes the three-day Conclave meeting.

The expenditures are itemized in the following table.  A detailed breakdown of each account in the Specific Fund is available in ANNEX I.

The XIII Meeting of Negotiations was held with resources from the Specific Fund, through the project on “Promotion for Participation and Human Rights of the Indigenous Peoples of the Americas,” which is coordinated by the Department of International Law and financed by the Spanish Government.
4.1
AIRFARES

The airfares for the indigenous representatives who traveled to Washington, D.C., came to a total of US$34,407.79.
The Department of International Law made all the necessary arrangements to purchase the airline tickets in coordination with the beneficiaries; in the case of Brazil, it coordinated with the OAS office in that country.  There was a constant flow of communication by e-mail (from Washington, D.C.); in some cases, the indigenous representatives were contacted by phone.  The participants were informed of the ticket purchase process, including their reservation number, the respective airline, the itinerary, and confirmation of the purchase of the airline ticket. 

4.2
PER DIEM

The Specific Fund provided its beneficiary participants a per diem of $50.00 for every day spent in Washington between January 14 and 20, 2011, to cover meals and local translation, as well as US$35.00 for terminal expenses.  The expenditures for per diem and terminal expenses totaled US$12,063.22.
4.3 LUNCHEONS

For the three days of the Indigenous Conclave and the three days of the XIII Meeting of Negotiations, the Department of International Law used resources from the Specific Fund to provide lunch to the participants attending as Fund beneficiaries, at a cost of US$3,225.

4.4
hotel

The accommodations for the representatives of the indigenous peoples selected as beneficiaries of the Specific Fund were at the State Plaza Hotel, located at 2117 E. St. N.W. Washington D.C. 20037.  The Department of International Law selected this hotel because of the discounts it offers for OAS groups, and in consideration of the indigenous representatives’ comfort and the proximity of the hotel, which made it possible for the indigenous representatives to attend the event without having to rely on any other means of transportation like the metro or a bus. 

The Fund paid US$129 per double room.  It reserved 14 rooms for 7 days and 3 rooms for 8 days.  The room rate included breakfast. The total for the hotel accommodations was US$15,738.
The Department of International Law also arranged to get the same special rate for any participants who were attending the Meeting of Negotiations at their own expense and who wanted to stay at the State Plaza Hotel. 

4.5
interpretaTION SERVICES

The proceedings of the Indigenous Conclave were conducted in two of the Organization’s official languages (English and Spanish).  The Specific Fund also covered expenses for simultaneous interpretation at the meetings of the representatives of the Indigenous Peoples from January 15 through 17, 2011.  Similarly, interpretation services were provided to the Conclave every morning that plenary sessions were held, so that they would have an opportunity to confer and prepare their remarks.  This service was provided in the hours that preceded the Meeting of Negotiations, held from January 18 through 20, 2011. 
The total cost of the interpretation services and conference room attendants was US$5,880.00.  The interpreters contracted were Alfonso Villaseñor, Martha Shepard and Brian Ross.  The Interpreting Team was selected by the Organization’s Department of Conferences and Meetings.

4.6
EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES PROVIDED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF CONFERENCES AND GENERAL, PROFESSIONAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES 
The sum of US$650 was spent for the equipment and supplies needed to ensure the meeting’s success, such as laptop computers, projectors, writing materials, water, and coffee. 

The engineering services for heating, supervision of operators, cleaning personnel and conference room attendants came to a total of US$3,953.48.
5.
THE CURRENT STATE OF THE SPECIFIC FUND

The overall situation of the original budget, the amounts spent and the monies currently available in the specific fund after the meeting and to be used to finance the Working Group’s activities, are as follows:
5.1
LEG-DIL/010

The LEG-DIL/010 is an account opened with funds provided by the Spanish Government for the project on “Promotion for Participation and Human Rights of the Indigenous Peoples of the Americas,” which is coordinated by the Department of International Law and whose resources have been exhausted with the most recent meeting of negotiations.

LEG-DIL/005

The LEG-DIL/005 account contains contributions that a number of countries have made to the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples. At the present time, the available balance is $29,844.95.
