INTRODUCTION

In keeping with the mandate of the General Assembly contained in resolution AG/RES. 2674 (XLI-O/11), the fourteenth meeting of negotiations in the quest for points of consensus was held at OAS headquarters from April 18 to 20, 2012. Presiding over the plenary session was the Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Diego Pary, Permanent Representative of Bolivia to the OAS. In attendance were 98 participants, including 43 representatives of the indigenous peoples who are members of the Caucus.
The Department of International Law submits for the consideration of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (GT/DADIN, hereinafter, the Working Group) a report on the expenditures connected with the meeting of the Caucus held on April 17, 2012, and with the fourteenth meeting of negotiations.
2. CONVOCATION AND REGISTRATION OF APPLICATIONS

On behalf of the Chair of the Working Group, in February 2010, the Department of International Law of the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States issued a public notice of convocation of the fourteenth meeting of negotiations. 

The notice was distributed to the member states through the OAS offices in each country and to the contacts contained in the indigenous peoples database of the Department of International Law, which has been enriched in recent years as a result of the activities carried out by the Department. 

In a bid to ensure effective participation by indigenous representatives, the Department of International Law proposed March 11 as the cut-off date for the presentation of candidacies.  In total, 80 applications were received from organizations in 26 member states; however, only 61 of them were complete.  No applications were received from organizations in the following countries: Antigua and Barbuda, Bahamas, Dominica, Grenada, Haiti, Jamaica, Saint Kitts and Nevis, and Saint Lucia.

Selection of Indigenous Representatives 

The Selection Board of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples met on March 14 and 15, 2012, to consider and approve the list of indigenous leaders and representatives who would participate, as beneficiaries of the Specific Fund, in the meeting of negotiations and in the meeting of the Indigenous Caucus. 

The Selection Board of the Specific Fund was composed of the Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Diego Pary, Permanent Representative of Bolivia to the OAS, and the regional representatives, who were contacted by telephone:  Raul Ilaquiche Licta, as the representative for South America; Anita Tzec, as the representative for Central America; Eveline Monsanto, as the representative for the Caribbean; and Rex Lee Jim, as the representative for North America. The meeting of the Selection Board was organized by the Department of International Law, as Technical Secretariat of the Working Group. 

The Department of International Law has submitted the budgetary situation for the consideration of the Selection Board, which would only allow for the participation of 20 candidates.  In this context, the Secretariat proposed not to include more than one person per country and to bear in mind equitable geographic representation with regard to the number of candidates received per region.  It was also advised that gender equity be taken into account.

In this context, pursuant to OAS Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 873 (1459/04), which governs the operations of the Specific Fund to Support the Preparation of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, the Board selected 20 representatives.  Three of the four members of the Board came as representatives of their respective countries.  Rex Lee Jim, member of the Selection Board representing North America, would attend with self-generated funds in order to allow the funding of another candidate from the United States.  The list of selected candidates is as follows:

It should be noted that the candidates initially selected for Venezuela and Chile, Nelson Perez and Ana Maria LLao LLao canceled their participation. Accordingly, the Selection Board chose Fanis Maria Hernandez Roja and Magdalena Choque Blanco to participate in the meeting as beneficiaries. Regrettably, Fanis Maria Hernandez Roja did not manage to obtain an entry visa to the United States in time, so she was unable to attend the meeting. It should be noted that all the other participants financed by the Specific Fund who did not have a United States entry visa managed to obtain one thanks to mutual cooperation between the United States Mission–through Caitlin Fogarty–and the Department of International Law. 

The Department of International Law prepared information bulletins to keep the indigenous representatives apprised about the candidates selected, the logistical details of the meeting as regards the venue, coordination, requirements for entering and leaving Washington, D.C., accommodation, per diem, flights, transportation in and around Washington, D.C., weather, participant registration, languages, and travel documents. The Department of International Law also created a page on the meeting on its website:  http://www.oas.org/dil/esp/indigenas_la_negociacion_XIV_Reunion.htm, which offers detailed information  about the negotiations on the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, as well as links to the information bulletins, the procedure, the current status of the Draft Declaration, and the principal documents on the process, in general, and on the meeting, in particular.

EXPENDITURES ON THE XIV MEETING OF NEGOTIATIONS (Estimated Values)
The total cost of the attendance of the indigenous representatives at OAS headquarters from April 17 to 20 (the date of conclusion of the meeting of negotiations) was approximately US$46,570.03, which included the meeting of the Caucus on April 17.

ITEMIZED DESCRIPTION OF EXPENSES
It should be mentioned that the fourteenth meeting of negotiations was held with funds from the Specific Fund coordinated by the Department of International Law and provided by the Governments of Mexico and Nicaragua. 

Furthermore, the seminar "Indigenous peoples: Confronting current challenges" held before the fourteenth meeting of negotiations was possible thanks to support provided by the German Technical Cooperation Agency (GTZ) on instructions from the German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ).
4.1
FLIGHTS

The total cost of the flights of the indigenous representatives who traveled to Washington, D.C., was US$22,847.25.
The Department of International Law pursued all the necessary formalities for purchasing the flights in coordination with the beneficiaries.  There was ongoing communication by e-mail (from Washington, D.C.) and in some cases also by telephone.  All participants were informed of the flight purchasing process, including their reservation number, the relevant airline, their respective itinerary, and confirmation of the purchase of their ticket.

PER DIEM

The Specific Fund provided the benefiting participants with a per diem of US$50.00 for each day they spent in Washington, D.C., from April 17 to 20, 2012, to cover the cost of meals and local transportation, as well as a sum for terminal expenses. The total sum for per diem and terminal expenses was US$ 6,670.00.
4.3
HOTEL

The indigenous peoples' representatives selected as beneficiaries of the Specific Fund were provided accommodation at the Normandy Hotel, located at 2118 Wyoming Avenue, N.W., Washington, D.C. 20008.  The Department of International Law chose this hotel because it offers the OAS discounts on group rates, in addition to being comfortable and conveniently located for the indigenous representatives. 

The Specific Fund covered in full cost of US$7,488.00 for 10 double rooms for 5 nights, with breakfast included. 

The Department of International Law also made the necessary arrangements to enable participants whose attendance at the meeting of negotiations was paid for with self-generated funds to stay at the Normandy Hotel at the same cost as the beneficiaries of the Specific Fund if they so wished. 

4.4
INTERPRETATION SERVICES 

The Indigenous Peoples' Caucus conducted its proceedings in two of the official languages of the Organization (English and Spanish), which entailed expenditure on simultaneous interpretation services at the meetings of the indigenous peoples' representatives from April 17 to 20, 2012. Likewise, interpretation services were provided at the Caucus every morning during the plenary sessions, in order to afford the representatives the opportunity to conduct their own discussions and prepare their interventions.  

The overall cost of interpretation and translation services came to US$2,791.04. The interpreters and translators hired were Charles Kimberly, Carmen Nicholson, and José Miguel Renart. The translation and interpretation team was selected by the Department of Conferences and Meetings Management of the Organization of American States.

4.5
EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES PROVIDED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF CONFERENCES, AND GENERAL, PROFESSIONAL, AND ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES
The cost of the use of all the equipment and supplies necessary to the success of the meeting, such as portable computers, projectors, stationery, water, and coffee, was US$350.
