PERMANENT OBSERVERS TO THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES
WHEREAS:
By Resolution AG/RES. 50 (I-0/71), adopted on April 23, 1971, the General Assembly established the status of Permanent Observers to the Organization of American States and entrusted the Permanent Council with the task of determining the criteria and timeliness to give effect to that provision;
In accordance with regulations in force and with traditional practice in the Organization, the American states not members of the Organization and some non-American states, as well as certain international agencies and entities, send ad hoc observers to the sessions of the General Assembly and meetings of other nonpermanent organs;
In order to promote cooperative relations both with American states that are not members and with non-American states that participate in programs of the Organization, it is desirable that those states be able to follow the work of the various organs of the Organization continuously, through Permanent Observers; and
Cooperative relations with international agencies and entities are governed by the agreements concluded for the purpose,
THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES
RESOLVES:
1. That American states not members of the Organization, as well as non-American states that participate in programs of the Organization, may request the benefits set forth in Resolution AG/RES. 50 adopted by the General Assembly.
2.
That the interested state shall present its request to the General Secretariat, which shall forward it to the Permanent Council, together with such information as it may believe necessary.

3.
That the Permanent Council shall decide upon the request presented, for which purpose it shall take into account the requisites set forth in operative paragraph 1 above and, in addition, the points of view of the member states. However, in the event that an interested member state declares that the request has been presented by a political entity with respect to which that member state has a territorial claim or litigation pending, the Council shall not express any opinion on the request but shall submit it, along with a report, to the General Assembly for consideration at its next regular session.
4.
That, if the decision of the Permanent Council is in favor of the request, the interested state shall inform the Secretary General of the name of the person whom it is appointing to represent it as Permanent Observer, and also of the name or names of one or more alternates, if it wishes to appoint them. The Secretary General shall inform the Permanent Council on this matter.

5.
That the decision of the Permanent Council on the request of a state may be reconsidered by the Council if it considers that the circumstances on which the decision was based have changed substantially or no longer exist.

6.
That Permanent Observers of American States that are not members shall be understood to be accredited to the organs, agencies and entities of the Organization. Taking into account the interest expressed by the states in their respective requests, the Permanent Council shall determine in each case to what organs, agencies, and entities the Permanent Observers of non -American states shall be accredited.

7.
That the accreditation of Permanent Observers to the Specialized Organizations shall be subject to such regulations as the latter may establish, taking into account such recommendations as the Permanent Council may make in this regard.

8.
That the Secretary General shall in each case inform the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization of the appointment of Permanent Observers and shall maintain a register of them.

9.
That each of the said organs, agencies, and entities may establish regulations, as regards its own affairs, concerning the presence and the manner of participation of the Permanent Observers.

10.
That the cooperative relations between the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization and the governments of the states that have accredited Permanent Observers may be conducted through them.

11.
That the General Secretariat shall take the necessary measures to facilitate the performance of their functions by the Permanent Observers.

12.
That this resolution shall become effective on the date it is adopted by this Council.
