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The Permanent Council held a regular meeting on May 9, 2001, to consider the items on the order of business contained in document CP/OD-1276/01.


The Council took note of the General Secretariat’s oral report on the Electoral Observation Missions 
in Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and Guyana, as well as the observations made by the representatives thereon.


The Permanent Council heard a presentation on the annual report of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture
 (IICA) (CP/doc.3426/01) by Dr. Carlos Aquino González, Director General of the Institute
.  The Council then made observations and recommendations on the report and agreed to transmit it to the General Committee for consideration, pursuant to the procedures set forth in Article 91.f of the Charter of the Organization.


In accordance with Article 6 of the Guidelines for Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities
, the Permanent Council approved the registration of the following civil society organizations (CP/CSC-36/01, add. 1):

a. Commission for the Defense of Human Rights in Central America (CODEHUCA);

b. The MERCOSUR Women’s Forum; and
c.
Casa de la Cultura de la Mujer Negra [Black Women’s Cultural Center].

The Council also approved resolution CP/RES. 791 (1276/01), convening the Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities Responsible for Policies on Decentralization, Local Government and Citizen Participation in Municipal Government in the Hemisphere
.


Furthermore, the Permanent Council agreed to approve and to transmit to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-first regular session the draft resolution, “Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law” (CP/CAJP-1803/01); the Draft report on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1756 (XXX/O/00), “Fund for Peace:  Peaceful Settlement of Territorial Disputes” (CP/doc.3452/01); the Report of the General Secretariat on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1761 (XXX-O/00), “The Model OAS General Assembly Program” (CP/doc.3453/01 corr. 1); and resolution CP/RES. 790 (1276/01), authorizing the Secretary General to issue invitations to the thirty-first regular session of the General Assembly.


The minutes of the meetings held on September 27, and October 11, 2000 (CP/ACTA 1251/00 and CP/ACTA 1252/00, respectively) were approved.


Finally, the Council decided to consider at its next meeting the draft resolution presented by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on “The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families
” (CP/CAJP-1802/01).
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The statements made by the delegations are recorded in the minutes of the meeting (CP/ACTA 1276/01).
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
