The Permanent Council held a special meeting on May 25, 2001, to consider the matters listed on the order of business, document CP/OD-1280/01.

In addition, the Council took note of the Annual Report of the Secretary General (CP/doc.3471/01) and presented it to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-first regular session.  It also took note of the report of the General Secretariat on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1703 (XXX-O/00), “Special Program of Support for Guatemala” (CP/doc.3467/01).
With respect to the report of the Secretary General on a consensus proposal for redefining the OAS General Secretariat career service [AG/RES. 1725 (XXX-O/00), “Personnel Policy Reform] (CP/doc.3469/01), the Council, bearing in mind the Preparatory Committee’s decisions as set forth in the proposed 2002 program-budget of the Organization, decided to present it to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs for consideration after the General Assembly session.
The Council postponed until a latter meeting its consideration of the note of the Permanent Mission of Mexico transmitting the draft resolution “Free Trade and Investment in the Hemisphere” (CP/doc.3461/01 rev. 1) and the draft resolution “Human Rights and the Environment” (CP/CG-1474/01 rev. 1).
The Council did not approve the following draft resolutions.  They were, however, presented to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-first regular session:
a. Protection of Refugees, Returnees, and Internally Displaced Persons in the Americas (CP/CG-1469/01 rev. 1).
b. Study of the Draft Optional Protocol to the American Convention on Human Rights (CP/CG-1476/01 rev. 1) 
The Council took note of the oral report of the Secretary pro tempore of the Consultative Committee
 (CIFTA), who spoke on the Second Regular Meeting of the Committee established in the context of the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials.
Lastly, the Council postponed consideration of the draft resolutions on the "Special Program of Support for Guatemala," “the socioeconomic and environmental impact of climate change in the countries of the Hemisphere,” the “study on humanitarian intervention,” and the “Report of the General Secretariat on the Situation of Refugees, Returnees, and Internally Displaced Persons in the Americas.”  With regard to the comments on the appointment of the new Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, the Council took note of the statement by the Permanent Representative of Guatemala and the observations of the delegations, and requested that the request be referred to the General Secretariat for appropriate action.
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
