The Permanent Council held a regular meeting on November 7, 2001, to consider the matters listed on the order of business, document CP/OD-1299/01 rev. 1.

In memoriam


The Permanent Council expressed its condolences to the people and Government of the Dominican Republic on the death of former President Juan Bosch.


The Council also expressed its condolences to the people and Government of Honduras on the death of Mr. Martínez Ordoñez, who served as Ambassador to the OAS from January 1983 to June 1986.

Presentation of a gavel


The Council presented the customary gavel to Ambassador Hernán Castro, Permanent Representative of Costa Rica, in recognition of his work as Chair of the Permanent Council from July 1 to September 30, 2001.

1. Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VI)

a.
Draft Rules of Procedure
The Council considered the Draft Rules of Procedure of CIDIP-VI and, by way of resolution CP/RES. 800 (1299/01), decided to present them to the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law.

b.
Request to postpone CIDIP-VI
By way of resolution CP/RES. 801 (1299/01), the Council decided to postpone CIDIP-VI until 2002.

c.
Order of precedence of the delegations
As provided in Article 13 of the Draft Rules of Procedure of CIDIP-VI, the order of precedence of the delegations to CIDIP-VI was established by lot, beginning with Bolivia.

2. Establishment of the date for the Fourth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or of Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-IV)

The Permanent Council, by way of CP/RES. 802 (1299/01), and with the agreement of the Government of Trinidad and Tobago, postponed until March 10 to 13, 2002, the holding of the Fourth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or of Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas.

3. Semiannual report of the General Secretariat on the activities of the Trade Unit (CP/doc.3516/01)

After hearing observations from the delegations on the semiannual report of the General Secretariat on the activities of the Trade Unit, the Council decided to take note of the report and refer it to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.

4. Follow-up to and development of the Inter-American Democratic Charter

The Permanent Representative considered the notes presented by the Permanent Missions of Panama (CP/doc.3527/01) and Uruguay (CP/doc.3529/01) on this topic.

The Council took note of the observations made by the delegations and decided to continue its consideration of this topic once it had received the report of the Secretary General containing proposals for following up on the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

5. Proposal to form a working group of the Permanent Council to follow up on the topics of poverty, equity, and social inclusion

The Permanent Council, after considering the note of the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela (CP/doc.3528/01) on this topic, decided to support the proposal made by Venezuela; to keep the topic of poverty, equity, and social inclusion on the Council’s agenda; and to invite CEPCIDI to report to the Permanent Council on its activities relating to poverty and its eradication.

6. Adoption of minutes

The Council adopted the minutes of the meetings of February 28, March 14, and March 28, 2001 (CP/ACTA 1266/01, CP/ACTA 1267/01, and CP/ACTA 1268/01).
