The Permanent Council held a regular meeting to consider the items listed on the order of business, document CP/OD-1300/01.

In memoriam

The Council expressed its condolences to the relatives of those who perished in the airplane accident that occurred in New York City on November 12.

Welcome to the new ambassador of Jamaica

The Council extended the warmest possible welcome to Ambassador Seymour Mullings, Permanent Representative of Jamaica to the Organization of American States.

1. Prototype formats for the program-budget presentation

The Council took note of the report presented by the General Secretariat pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 1839 (XXXI-O/01), which contains the prototype formats for presentation of the program-budget of the Organization (CP/doc. 3526/01).

The Council then decided to transmit the report to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs for consideration.

2. Report of the General Secretariat on the status of Regular Fund quotas as of September 30, 2001

The Council took note of the report of the General Secretariat on the status of Regular Fund quotas as of September 30, 2001 (CP/doc.3525/01) and of the additional information presented by the General Secretariat.

3. Three-Year Plan of Action toward Strengthening the Financial Situation of the Columbus Memorial Library 

The Council took note of the presentation made by Ambassador Luigi Einaudi, Assistant Secretary General of the OAS, on the Three-Year Plan of Action toward Strengthening the Financial Situation of the Columbus Memorial Library, and of the outline of the corresponding report presented by the Acting Director (CP/doc.3530/01).

Likewise, the Council took note of the comments made by the delegations in support of the statements by the General Secretariat and of the proposal made by the Permanent Representative of Venezuela to convene the Group of Friends of the Columbus Memorial Library to initiate discussion on the matter under consideration and to make appropriate arrangements with cultural institutions in the member countries for the donation of bibliographies to the Library.

Lastly, the Council decided to forward that topic to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs.

4. Oral report by the Chief of the Electoral Observation Mission in Nicaragua, 2001 

The Council decided to take note of the oral report presented by the Chief of the Electoral Observation Mission in Nicaragua and of the additional information drawn up by the OAS Secretary General.

5. Election of a member of the Committee of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund

Paraguay was elected by acclamation as a member of the Leo S. Rowe Pan American Fund.

6. Report of the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on granting the Republic of Armenia the status of permanent observer to the Organization

The Council approved resolution CP/RES. 803 (1300/01), which granted the Republic of Armenia the status of permanent observer to the Organization of American States.

7. Oral report by the Vice Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs regarding the new date for the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VI)

The Council approved resolution CP/RES. 804 (1300/01) postponing until February 4 to 8, 2002, the dates of the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VI), which would be held at the Organization’s headquarters.

8. Report of the Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs on the request for the transfer of appropriations between chapters

The Council approved resolution CP/RES. 805 authorizing the Secretary General to transfer $335,000 from Chapters 1 to 8 of the program-budget of the Organization, 2001, to Chapter 9.

9. Oral report by the Chair of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) on activities regarding poverty and poverty alleviation or eradication

After taking note of the presentation by Ambassador Denis Antoine, Permanent Representative of Grenada, and the comments made by delegations, the Council decided to continue to consider the topic once it had received the report that the Secretary General would present on the matter.
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10. Adoption of minutes
