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Record of the special meeting held on April 5, 2002


The Permanent Council held a special meeting to receive His Excellency Norman Caldera C., Minister of Foreign Affairs of Nicaragua.
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During his presentation the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Nicaragua spoke on, among other topics, democracy; the Charter of the Organization of American States and its amendments; resolution AG/RES. 1080 (XXI-O/91), “Representative Democracy”; the Declaration of Managua for the Promotion of Democracy and Development, AG/DEC. 4 (XXIII-O/93); the Pact of San José, Costa Rica, and the Additional Protocol to the American Convention on Human Rights in the area of Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights, or Protocol of San Salvador; and the unwavering and renewed commitment to the strengthening, defense, and promotion of representative democracy and human rights in the Hemisphere, agreed upon by the ministers of foreign affairs and heads of delegation in the Declaration of Nassau, AG/DEC. 1 (XXII-O/92).
