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Record of the regular meeting held on April 17, 2002


The Permanent Council held a regular meeting to consider the items listed on the order of business approved, document CP/OD-1316/02 rev. 1.

1. Address by His Excellency Mario Baccini, Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy

The Council welcome to the meeting His Excellency Mario Baccini, Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy, whose responsibilities include Western Hemispheric Affairs, United Nations, and Culture.

During his presentation, the Vice Minister referred to the participation of his government contribution, among others, to fellowship and regional development programs, also to the Peace Fund.

The Council thanked His Excellency Mario Baccini, Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy for his presentation and for his visit to the Organization.

2. Address by Dr. Augusto Cançado Trindade, President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights

The Council took note of the presentation made by Dr. Augusto Cancado Trindade, President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and brought it to the attention of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.

The Council took note of the report of the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on Human Rights Defenders in the Americas, and approved the draft resolution contained therein and forward it to the thirty-second regular session on the General Assembly.

The Council approved resolution CP/RES. 812 (1316/02) entitled Invitations to the thirty-second regular session of the General Assembly, authorizing the Secretary General to proceed with the invitations in accordance with the provisions of Article 9 c) and d) of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly. 

5. Installation and membership of the Style Committee of the thirty-second regular session of the General Assembly
The Council installed the Style Committee of the thirty-second regular session of the General Assembly with the delegations of Brazil, Canada, Colombia and the United States and in accordance with Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.
