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I.
Background

In 1996, the General Assembly adopted the “Declaration of Panama on the Inter-American Contribution to the Development and Codification of International Law” [AG/DEC. 12 (XXVI-O/96)].

In 1997, the General Assembly, meeting in Lima, Peru, approved the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law [AG/RES. 1471 (XXVII-O/97)], which contains a description of the different areas, activities, and objectives to be implemented on an ongoing basis by the Organization in order to ensure the development, promotion, and effective application of the international law prepared by the inter-American system.

Subsequently, successive General Assembly resolutions have given effect to this program, indicating its priority areas [AG/RES. 1557 (XXVIII-O/98), AG/RES. 1617 (XXIX-O/99), AG/RES. 1705 (XXX-O/00), and AG/RES. 1766 (XXXI-O/01)].

In 2002, resolution AG/RES. 1845 (XXXII-O/02) reaffirmed the importance of the Program and instructed the General Secretariat to continue, through the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, to support the activities undertaken in execution of the Program and indicated a series of priorities, including the following: 

· Activities relating to the teaching of inter-American international law and exchanges among lecturers and professors of public and private international law;

· Dissemination of legal instruments and activities; 

· Analysis of the application of inter-American legal norms;
· Dissemination of the inter-American legal system;

· Continuation of the legal publications program;

· Holding Workshops on International Law. 

II.
Activities conducted

In accordance with the various mandates received from the General Assembly with regard to implementation of the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law, the following lists the activities and publications of the Office of the Assistant Secretary for Legal Affairs, the Technical Secretariat for Legal Cooperation Mechanisms, and the Department of International Law from 2002 to February 2003.

Office of the Assistant Secretary for Legal Affairs
The Assistant Secretary for Legal Affairs participated in various conferences and meetings on the development of international law.  Moreover, the Office published the following:

A.
Legal Harmonization in the Americas: Business Transactions, Bijuralism and the OAS (Volume published in 2002.  The text appears on the web page of the Office of the Assistant Secretary for Legal Affairs: www.saj.oas.org). 
During the fall of 2001, the OAS Secretariat for Legal Affairs undertook a new initiative designed to provide the OAS member states with additional legal information on transnational business transactions, bijuralism (i.e. the co-existence of common law and civil law regimes in the Americas), and processes of legal harmonization.  Our objective was to assess the opportunities offered by legal harmonization and standardization for certain business transactions, and whether they would lead to the development of new instruments facilitating transactions and investment within the Hemisphere.

The Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA) agreed to participate by providing the OAS Secretariat for Legal Affairs with a financial contribution allowing it to further pursue this new initiative.  CIDA support was essential in providing the resources needed to implement the project, and we wish to acknowledge their valued participation.

The main purpose of our efforts was to develop a publication providing information and recommendations on the opportunities for further legal convergence in certain commercial areas, such as cross-border financing, foreign investment and energy-related transactions.  But we were also very interested in examining practical differences between civil law and common law regimes on issues such as private equity and corporate remedies for foreign shareholders, in addition to comparing the European legal integration model with our inter-American process.  Basically, we wanted to develop a publication that would provide up-to-date and high quality legal information on those issues in order to develop a “blueprint” of what future issues to examine.

B.
The Third Summit of the Americas and the Thirty-First Regular Session of the OAS General Assembly
This text examines the Inter-American Democratic Charter.  It was published in Volume 96, No. 1 of the American Journal of International Law, in the “Current Developments” section (January 2002).  

C.
Preventing, Punishing, and Eliminating Terrorism in the Western Hemisphere:  A Post-9/11 Inter-American Treaty
This legal article will appear in the Fordham International Law Journal in New York in June 2003.  It analyzes the Inter-American Convention against Terrorism and examines how the Organization of American States has handled the issue of terrorism.

WORKSHOPS ON INTERNATIONAL LAW

Workshops in Mexico City (United Mexican States, December 2001)

Workshops on International Law were held at the National Autonomous University of Mexico (UNAM) from December 11 to 14, 2001, in fulfillment of the Inter-American Program and in accordance with the recommendations adopted at previous Workshops.

The Workshops on International Law were organized by the Department of International Law of the OAS Secretariat for Legal Affairs, with the support of the UNAM Legal Research Institute.  The sessions were plenaries with the participation of professors of public and private international law and Mexican university students.  The event was transmitted via webcast and teleconferencing to different interested Mexican and foreign institutions, for which there was constant filming and taping over the four days.
B.
Workshops on International Law (Florianópolis, Brazil, December 2002)

The Workshops on International Law were held from December 3 to 6, 2002 at the Universidade Federal de Santa Catarina in Florianópolis, Brazil.

The Department of International Law of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs organized the Workshops on International Law with the support of the Institute of International Relations of the Legal Sciences Center of the Universidade Federal de Santa Catarina.  As in previous years, plenary sessions were held, composed of professors of public and private international law from different universities in member states and Brazilian universities.  The professors discussed the following topics: different aspects related to the current issue of public and private international law, integration processes in the Americas, the inter-American system, and updating public and private international law curricula.


Many professors and students from different universities in Brazil and other states in the Hemisphere participated in the event.  The quality of the presentations and the organization of the event was the result of the joint efforts of staff at the Universidad Federal de Santa Catarina and the Secretariat for Legal Affairs.  In this context, we must express our appreciation to Professor Luiz Otavio Pimentel of the Institute of International Relations for organizing the Workshops and to the Universidad Federal de Santa Catarina for co-sponsoring the event with the OAS.

COURSES ON INTERNATIONAL LAW (Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, August 2001)

Since 1974, the General Secretariat and the Inter-American Juridical Committee have been conducting an annual Course on International Law in August in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil for young diplomats and university graduates from the Americas who receive fellowships from the OAS. 

A. XXIX Course on International Law 

The XXIX Course on International Law on "Natural resources, energy, the environment, and international law" was held from August 5 to 30, 2002.  Over 28 distinguished jurists from the region and from Europe participated as lecturers, together with 27 fellows representing most OAS member states and eight participants who defrayed their own expenses.

B.
XXX Course on International Law
The Department of International Law is organizing the XXX Course on International Law, to be held from August 4 to 29, 2003, at Centro Empresarial Rio, Praia de Botafogo # 228, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.  The main topic of the course will be “International Law and the Maintenance of International Peace and Security.”  This event has been broadly advertised through different channels, such as distributing posters at the main law schools at universities in the Hemisphere and posting it on the Educational Portal of the Americas section of the OAS web page:  www.educoas.org/esp/ home2.asp ?url=becas/becas1.html.

Annex III contains the Course announcement, which provides for a total of 30 fellowships. 

Finally we must mention and convey our thanks for a US$15,000.00 grant from the Government of Brazil to allow for simultaneous English-Spanish interpretation for the XXX Course on International Law, to be held in August 2003.  In this context, English-speaking states are encouraged to send more candidates.

LEGAL PUBLICATIONS

In the period covered by this report, the Department of International Law edited, published, and distributed the following volumes corresponding to the activities described earlier:

· XXVIII Course on International Law, organized in August 2001, the main topic of which was "The human person in contemporary international law."  It contains 20 presentations (666 pages).

· Workshops on International Law, Mexico City, United Mexican States, organized in December 2001.  This publication compiles the presentations given and the ensuing debate among professors of public and private international law, as well as the final conclusions and recommendations.  It contains 33 presentations (516 pages). 
· Series of Subjects Addressed in the Courses on International Law: Private International Law in the Americas (1974-2000).  This publication contains the lectures given from 1974 to 2000 on private international law.  It is divided into two parts and compiles 84 articles grouped around major milestones in the development of private international law in the Americas during that period.  Part One (Chapters I to VI) contains the various Inter-American Specialized Conferences on Private International Law (CIDIP) and the classes given on general aspects of private international law.  Part Two (Chapters VII to XI) includes lectures on specific topics in private international law or aspects not included in the Specialized Conferences.  At the end of Part Two, there is a chronological index and an index by author (1,086 pages).
· CIDIP-VI.  Two-volume publication of the Sixth Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law, held from February 4 to 8, 2002.  Volume I contains the transcription of the plenary sessions (450 pages), while Volume II contains background documents and projects (774 pages).

As approved by the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the main topic of the course shall be “International Law and the Maintenance of International Peace and Security.”  The course will consist of two daily sessions from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, and, eventually, one class in the afternoon.  A certificate of attendance will be issued to participants attending at least ninety percent of classes who pass two of three tests administered within the four weeks.  Each participant may present a written paper on one of the specific topics addressed during the course program, within six months of its conclusion, following presentation of a hypothesis and work sketch before the end of the course.  If the final paper is considered satisfactory, the participant will receive a certificate of approval.  The classes are given in Spanish or English, and there is no simultaneous interpretation.  Therefore, participants need to have strong comprehension of both languages.

10. Requirements:

a. Be a citizen or permanent resident of one of the OAS member states;

b. Have a professional degree in Law or International Relations.  Candidates must submit a copy of their professional credentials and certification of courses taken, as well as their respective grades;

c. Have professional experience on international law and international relations;

d. Be no more than 40 years old;

e. Be nominated by a government agency, an institution of higher learning, or by a public or private institution directly related to international law and international relations, which must guarantee that the services of the fellow will be utilized upon his/her return;

f. Have good knowledge of Spanish and English (if not the mother tongue, attested by certificate);

g. Be physically fit to fulfill the obligations of the course (recent medical certificate). AICD/DTIDH/DDH/-CIR. 359/2001
11. Benefits: 

The OAS provides roundtrip air fare, economy class, from the fellow’s place of residence to Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.  The OAS will also provide a partial subsistence allowance and health insurance in the amount of US$650.00.  The estimate for living expenses is around US$2,000.00 (estimated cost through September 30, 2002).  Therefore, the difference of approximately US$1,350.00 must be covered by each participant’s own resources.

No subsistence allowance will be paid to selected fellows who reside in Rio de Janeiro’s metropolitan area.
