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“AUGMENTING QUOTA INCOME FOR THE 2004 PROGRAM BUDGET”
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THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
CONSIDERING:

That annual quota assessments to member states have remained unchanged since 1995;
That, during the ensuing period, OAS mandates and mandated fixed costs have grown substantially, placing additional demands on the program budget of the Regular Fund, which since 1997 has remained fixed at $76million per year;
That AG/RES. 1909 (XXXII-O/02) instructed the General Secretariat to submit to the Preparatory Committee a draft program-budget for the Regular Fund for the year 2004 at the level for which the Secretary General can demonstrate available financing but not to exceed $78.5 million.  Income shall include only quota income, interest income, administrative and technical support contributions from the voluntary and specific funds, and other miscellaneous income.  Any expenditure beyond $76 million must be destined for non-recurring expenses, with priority given to meeting Summit mandates;
That CP/RES. 835 (1352/03) instructed the General Secretariat to appropriate to the Inter –American Commission on Human Rights up to $600,000 over and above the amount it was allocated in the 2003 Program Budget, and to the Inter-American Court for Human Rights up to $400,000 over and above the amount it was allocated in the Budget;
That, to help guarantee adequate support for the activities of the General Secretariat, it is essential to fund the level of expenditure for the Regular Fund in 2004 at $78.5 million;
That potential interest income, miscellaneous income, and other sources of non-quota income will not be sufficient in 2004 to allow for a Regular Fund budget expenditure level of $78.5 million,
RESOLVES:

1.
To increase annual quota assessments to member states by 3.0% for 2004 in order to ensure available financing for the Regular Fund of up to $78.5 million.

2.
To maintain quota assessments to member states beyond 2004 at that newly-established level unless otherwise instructed by the General Assembly.
