The Permanent Mission of Chile to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security and has the honor to refer to Note No. 070 of March 7, 2003, on Chapter I of the “Study on Risks and Problems to Peace and Security in the Hemisphere and Conflict Prevention and Solution,” contained in document CP/CSH-554/03.



In that connection, on instructions from the Chilean Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Chile proposes the following wording for paragraph two of the section on armed aggression on page 5:


“In studying conflicts between states, their most commonly identified sources are factors related to border disputes and, occasionally, attempts to control frontier
 natural resources.  The International Court of Justice is now hearing
 disputes among States
.  The disputes themselves, however, are not the sources of armed aggression and threats to hemispheric security.  International treaties, confidence- and security-building measures, subregional agreements and declarations on peace and security, the effectiveness of democratic institutions, and the economic integration of the Hemisphere reduce the likelihood that such disputes will threaten peace and security.  Peaceful settlement of disputes
 is a guarantee of a more stable and secure region.”


The Permanent Mission of Chile avails itself of the opportunity to reiterate to the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security the assurances of its highest consideration.
